THE IMPACT OF BLENDED TEACHING ON SECONDARY STUDENTS’ ENGLISH GRAMMAR AT
CHINESE INDEPENDENT SCHOOL IN MALAYSIA

The goal of this experimental study was to investigate the impact of integrating video resource with Chinese independent school English
grammar class instruction through a blended teaching approach. This blended teaching approach consisted of 3 weeks of 1 hour session
instruction. the samples of this study were form one students at SMK Chung Hua malaysia participating in 3 weeks English grammar
class. The participants were randomly selected and divided into two groups: control group and treatment group. The instrument of this
quantitative approach included pre-test and post-test of English grammar specifically on English past tense. the findings showed that
there was statistically significant difference on the English grammar performance (past tense) between control and treatment group.
Treatment group participants performed better in their English grammar post test. Participants showed a great interest in Blended teaching
approach and it motivated them in learning English grammar in more effective and fun way. The finding suggested that English teachers
at Chinese independent school are encouraged to use blended teaching approach to engage their students’ in their English language
learning in the more effective and fun way.

DETERMINANTS OF CHINESE VOCABULARY ACQUISITION AMONG MALAY UNDERGRADUATE NOVICE
MANDARIN LEARNERS AT USIM

Chinese language is totally different form Romanised language like English and Malay language. Chinese vocabulary is one of the most
of challenge part that most non-native learners are facing because Chinese vocabulary consists of three basic components: form, sound
and meaning. The Mandarin language learners are not able to communicate if lack of Chinese vocabulary. However, most Chinese
foreign language instructors do not pay much attention to the Chinese vocabulary teaching compare to other four language skills. There
is no systematic guideline how Chinese vocabulary should be taught and most of teaching materials are also did not include much
exercises on Chinese vocabulary acquisition. The purpose the this quantitative research was to investigate the determinants of Chinese
vocabulary acquisition among Novice Mandarin language learners among Malay undergraduate students at one the public university in
Malaysia. The study first examines the factors of Chinese vocabulary learning using survey questionnaire. Based one the results of
survey the present study further investigates the effectiveness of Chinese vocabulary teaching approach on Malay Mandarin learners
chinese vocabulary achievements using pre test and post test. The results of study demonstrated that Chinese vocabulary teaching
strategies was the strongest determinant of Chinese vocabulary acquisition among Malay novice Mandarin language learners. It is also
found that motivation was only indirectly related to Chinese vocabulary achievement. Pedagogical implications are discussed.

IS MODERN STANDARD ARABIC A RELEVANT SUBJECT TO TEACH?

This study is a form of literature review which is a part of my research aimed to investigate the view of Muslim in West Sumatera
(Minangkabau People) toward Arabic and how it drives their motivation to learn it. The lack of studies about the related issue in Indonesia,
especially in the region of West Sumatra is the starting point of this research. Whereas, a series of investigation on the related theme were
conducted in many parts of the world such as in United States (Belnap, 1987; Brosh, 2013; Husseinali, 2005, 2006; Nichols & College,
n.d.; Seymour-Jorn, 2004; Taha, 2007), Canada (Belnap, 1987), Malaysia (Aladdin, 2010, 2013; Bakar, Sulaiman, & Rafaai, 2010), Saudi
Arabia, (Al-Osaimi & Wedell, 2014) and the UK (Jaspal & Coyle, 2010). In terms of the identity background, the learners who establish
a form of relationship with Arabic are called heritage learners (Brosh, 2013). | may conclude that the religious identity is a strongest
background which maintain their closed relationship with Arabic. This conclusion is based on a finding by Seymour-Jorn (2004) that is
the Arab-Americans Muslim showed a greater respect and motivation for learning Arabic compared to Arab-Americans with Christian
background. This seems to be related to a common view among Muslim that Arabic is a sacred language (Jaspal & Coyle, 2010) by which
Muslim strengthened the religious identity (Peek, 2005) and authority (Grewal, 2013). In this context, | am heading to the conclusion that
the most relevant type of Arabic to be taught is Classical Arabic -a fossilized Arabic- which used in the Quran and turath. This conclusion
implies that implementation of communicative approach which come up form viewing Arabic as Modern Standard Arabic is not highly
relevant to be taught to Muslims who see mastery of Arabic as a means of understanding Islam.

THE ELEMENTS OF NAQLI AND AQLI IN AL-KITAB BY SIBAWAYH

The integration of Nagli and Agli knowledge is important as an effort to enhance knowledge and human civilization. Throughout the
history of Arabic language, it is noticed that both elements Nagli and Agli are recognized by Arabic grammarians in setting up the
foundation of Arabic Grammar. One of the prominent grammarians in Arabic language is Sibawayh (148AH-180AH) who is famous for
his monumental masterpiece al-Kitab, the first work on Arabic grammar ever written. This paper aims to review Sibawayh’s approach
and practice in dealing with the elements of Nagli and Aqli to develop Arabic grammar rules. It will describe the Nagli and the Aqgli
sources related to Arabic grammar available in al-Kitab. It is found that Sibawayh put his trust on the integration of al-Agli and al-Nagli
sources in setting up the foundation of his perspective on grammar rules. It appears that the Nagli sources available in al-Kitab are al-
Qur’an al-Karim and al-Hadith al-Nabawi. Whereas the Aqgli sources recognized by Sibawayh are Kalam cArab in the form of Al-Syicr,
al-Nathr and former Arabic grammarians’ opinions. Thus, it is suggested that a continuous usage of both elements Nagli and Agli provided
by Sibawayh as materials in present Arabic grammar teaching practices, should be taken into consideration.

ENGLISH 06

THE EFFECTS OF SOCIAL MEDIA ON PALESTINIAN NINTH GRADERS’
ENGLISH WRITING PROFICIENCY

This study aimed at investigating the impact of using social media on the 9th graders' progress in writing skills and their attitudes towards
writing at schools in the West Bank. The study examined the effect of the following variables: gender, academic qualifications,
governorate, educational experience, professional experience, professional experience in teaching English as a foreign language and sector
on Palestinian ninth graders' English writing proficiency. To achieve the purposes of the study, the researcher developed one tool: a 26
item questionnaire. The researcher distributed the questionnaire randomly on a sample of 1094 Palestinian ninth graders' English language
teachers in the West Bank. A quantitative method was used to analyze the collected data. The collected data were analyzed and treated
statistically through the use of SPSS. The results of the study showed that Palestinian ninth graders’ have positive attitudes towards using
social media as a tool of writing in English language. In the light of the results of the study recommended that teachers are asked to use
the social media technology in teaching writing skills in order to develop and improve their students' ability in writing skills. Also, it
suggested that further researches should be conducted on the effects of social media on different English skills and other school subjects.
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ENGLISH 07
THE USE OF CODE-SWITCHING IN ENGLISH AS A SECOND LANGUAGE CLASSROOM IN MALAYSIA
UNIVERSITIES: LECTURER'S ATTITUDES

The use of code switching in English as a Second Language (ESL) classroom in Malaysian university gives different attitudes among
English instructors as they perceived differently. The objective of this study is to investigate the use of code switching by ESL lecturers
in Malaysia university classroom. It was intended to see the attitudes of English language instructors towards the use of code switching.
The study adopted mixed method of approaches; through online questionnaire and telephone interviews. 56 lecturers from both public
and private Malaysia universities had responded to the online questionnaire, and six of them were voluntarily being interviewed via
telephone. The findings of this study showed that the lecturers exhibited positive attitudes towards using code switching in ESL classroom.
They believed that the use of code switching is relevant and necessary due to different contexts and situations. The findings also showed
that code-switching can be both beneficial and detrimental to the ESL learning depending on the situation of when it was used. The study
concludes with suggestions for further research.

ENGLISH 08

THE CHALLENGES OF ECCE IN MALAYSIA THROUGH THE EYES OF PRIVATE KINDERGARTEN OWNERS AND
MANAGERS

Like many other developing countries, Early Childhood Care and Education (ECCE) in Malaysia is gaining more attention due to research
studies which support the view that children’s early years comprise a crucial phase for the progress of their behaviour, personality and
also intelligence. Studies have also focused on the idea that early childhood teaching and learning can be enhanced, albeit occurring within
culturally, socially and economically-sensitive contexts. This paper describes part of a bigger study on ECCE from the perspectives of
the owners and managers of selected private kindergartens in Malaysia. In-depth information of the owners’ and managers’ personal
practice in managing their centres, their ways of dealing with the students and parents, and their suggestions on the issues of ECCE in
Malaysia were obtained through focus group interviews with 6 participants. As shown in the results of the interviews, the owners and
managers felt that among the challenges and problems that they face, “parents expect magic!” is the most difficult to deal with, together
with other dilemma such as teacher intake, school management matters and the niche of the respective centres. Despite the challenges
they are facing, the owners and managers of the ECCE centres remain optimistic and hopeful in the journey they have ventured into.

CASE STUDY: A GENRE ANALYSIS OF AN ONLINE LOVE SCAM

Scammers follow a very consistent pattern regarding the moves they employ. All these moves are aimed at convincing a target that the
story is legit. This present case study involves analysing a text conversation between a scammer and a target. A complete online chat
conversation which took place in 2017 between a scammer and a target is analysed qualitatively. The conversation was first initiated on
an online dating platform called Tinder and then continued via WhatsApp texting. The entire conversation was done via text messaging,
over a span of 2 weeks. The research aims to identify the persuasive move structure and rhetorical strategies imposed by the scammer,
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and understand how they are realized, thence achieving the objective of generating a schematic conversation genre of a love scam.
Promotional and persuasive genres are used as benchmarks to compare and contrast the moves found in the scammer’s conversation, with
an adaptation of Freiermuth’s (2011) framework. On the other hand, the identification of rhetorical strategies takes on a pragmatic
approach via Searle’s (1969) Taxonomy of Speech Acts as a framework to understand how the moves are realised. The five categories —
assertive, directive, commissive, expressive and declarative —would point out the scammer’s motive (i.e. speaker’s intention) behind each
move. The identified moves and rhetorical strategies are then superimposed to generate a schematic genre that explains the intentional
stages of an online romance scam attempt.

The use of smartphones have evolved to the point that they are considered as a life necessity In this regard, excessive use of smart phones
be disruptive. Our high reliance towards technology has caused, numerous cases of internet and social media addictions have been
documents over the last few years and many people lose focus and become oblivious of their surrounding as they are lured to immerse
themselves into the pixelated glow of the smartphones and respond to almost constant notifications. This has become more apparent as
more and more sophisticate apps introduced across the globe. Apps are software that can be accessed online via a web browser or offline
when they are installed in computers, phones, tablets or other electronic devices.

The development process was done based
the needs analysis conducted on196 learners at selected Malaysia higher education institutions. In this regard, this paper will only be
discussing the scope of development process adaptation based on learner’s needs.

THE L1 STUDENT'S UNDERSTANDING OF THE L2 GRAMMATICAL CONCEPT OF VERBALIATION MEDIATES
TENSE
MARKINGS OF SIMPLE PAST, PAST PERFECT AND PAST CONTINUQOUS ASPECT

Taking Sociocultural Theory of mind as the basis, this paper explores the role of verbalization in understanding the grammatical concept
of the tense-aspect marking; simple past, past perfect and past perfect continuous by using Concept Based Instruction (CBI) in the second
language classroom.By taking Vygotsky’s cognitive psychology of mediation, psychological tools such as language, signs and symbols
mediate human’ higher mental process by combining both metacognitive mediation and cognitive mediation. Using Vygotsky’s
scaffolding to help students learn without the help from the instructor or from peers to achieve their learning goals. It is proposed that
scaffolded verbalization mediates learners’ understanding of the grammatical concept of tense-aspect markings:simple past, past perfect
and past perfect continuous better than free verbalization. It is also proposed that learners perception toward the implementation of CBI
in their L2 learning to help them understand the tense aspect markings is high. This study presents and analyses data from 10 L1 students
of Consist College enrolled for Integrated Skills in English subjects. These 10 students sit for the pre and post tests of Metalinguistic test
(MLK) and cloze tests. Thus based on the pre and post scores of the MLK tests and cloze tests, the data for quantitative analysis is
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collected from the four different sessions. This study uses descriptive statistic via SPSS to measure the central tendency, frequency,
standard deviation, variance, minimum and maximum variables. In order to measure the learners’ improvement in understanding during
pre and post MLK and cloze tests, this study uses ANOVA (the analysis of variance). The Wilcoxon signed rank post-hoc test is used for
comparing the pre and post-tests (before and after) and the results.

ENGLISH 12

USING E-PORTFOLIOS IN THE 4.0 CLASSROOM:
A PREPARATION FOR THE PROFESSIONAL MARKET

In line with the fourth industrial revolution (4IR), there is a need for a change into the pedagogical approaches in the classroom. The
development of the digital world has now pushed teachers to be in line with teaching and learning 4.0. Tasks or activities provided to
students have now undergone many changes from paper to digital. With the multiple options of Web 2.0 tools, teachers are now able to
make teaching and learning fun, and learners are exposed to and are given the opportunity to experience hands-on digital tools in the
classroom. In teaching English for Professionals to Year 1 students, the textbook used has also embedded the idea of learning 4.0 by
including the 4.0 content i.e. creating e-portfolios. e-Portfolio is a platform where students compile their profiles — from personal
information and interest to academic information, assignments, activities, achievements etc. — during their university years, which will
provide future employers with quick and vast information about the potential candidate(s) for their advertised jobs. A heutagogical
approach by the teacher aimed at allowing students to self-explore what they needed to have and do in preparing their e-portfolios.
Students were then required to post their 2-minute e-portfolios into a Web 2.0 platform, the padlet. A survey was conducted to 22 students
at the end of the course. It was found that through creating e-portfolios, it provided opportunities for students to prepare themselves for
the future job market. Their self-exploration of creating e-portfolios also allowed them to understand the concept of e-portfolios and to
create interesting versions for themselves. In addition, by posting their e-portfolios in padlet, it allowed them to view and comment on
others’ e-portfolios and learned from the best. The novelty of the idea is the exploration of the heutagogical approach to learning for the
students, and a flexible yet interactive exploration of their cognitive abilities in creating their e-portfolios. With little guidance from the
teacher, students are able to self-learn, re-learn and reflect on their own e-portfolios, which provide them with better self-analysis for their
future professional grooming.

ENGLISH 13
VALUES IN YOUTH CHARACTER INCULCATION OF SHAME

This paper focuses on the concept of haya’ (shame). Moral emotions is seen as fundamental in adherence to ethical and social norms. The
present paper argues that shame is an affective disposition that is important for the formation of a Muslim’s moral self. Haya’ deters one
from engaging in undesirable behaviors by causing a person to feel shame. It differs from embarassment (khajal), which refers to
something that has already happened. Shame is from what will happen in the future. Haya’ is also a social fear of social disapprobation
or disgrace. Disaprobation or disgrace results from the gaze of others, or other imaginary or internalized audiences. This paper considers
the nature of shame, explores its characteristics based on an Islamic perspective and whether it is an adaptive or maladaptive trait. The
method used in conceptualizing shame and identifying its characteristics and types is document document analysis of authentic hadith in
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the classical Islamic works of Sahih al-Bukhari, Sahih Muslim, Sunan al-Tirmizi, Sunan an-Abu Dawud and Sunan Ibn Majah. Classical
and contemporary Muslim scholarship was also consulted. After surveying philosophical and psychological analyses of shame, the
researchers found that shame is considered adaptive rather than maladaptive from the perspective of Islamic teachings. Thus, shame
should be promoted as one of the core values in shaping the character of Muslim youth.

LEARNING THROUGH FINANCIAL LITERACY LITERATURE:
A STUDY OF SELF-EFFICACY IN JACQUELINE WILSON’S LILY ALONE (2011)

The increasing number of Malaysians below the age of 35 who have been declared bankrupt is a growing national concern. Following
that, the government has taken a significant step in introducing financial literacy skills into the local education system starting with the
primary school curriculum. In response to that, the paper looks at how literary works can also be utilized as materials to educate the young
about financial literacy. Using Jacqueline Wilson’s contemporary realistic children’s novel, Lily Alone (2011), the discussion centers on
how 11-year-old Lily manages her mother’s financial mismanagement while looking after her 3 younger siblings. The textual analysis is
illuminated through Albert Bandura’s theory of self-efficacy forwarded in his book, Self-efficacy: The exercise of control (1997). The
study explores how Lily gains self-efficacy through four sources of efficacy information which are enactive mastery experience, vicarious
experience, verbal persuasion, as well as improved physiological and affective states. Resulting from that, the pre-adolescent girl
protagonist is able to overcome the detrimental effects of her mother’s careless spending in the novel. It is hoped that the findings of this
research contribute to the use of Wilson’s works to educate the young on important life lessons such as financial literacy.

ENGLISH 15
CHALLENGES AND PROBLEMS IN LEARNING TO SPEAK JAPANESE

There is always a need to produce graduates who are multilingual in the effort to complete in the global society. Malaysia has
acknowledged the needs and importance of proficiency in a third language in order to develop human capital to compete in the
international arena. Tremendous efforts have been exerted to improve the teaching-learning process of Japanese language, however, there
are still challenges and problems face by students in learning to speak Japanese. The Japanese language learners’ proficiency in Japanese
remains inadequate and below expectation. Therefore this study investigates the challenges and problems face by learners in learning to
speak Japanese. The method of this study consisting of interviews with 16 participants responded from University Sains Islam Malaysia
(USIM) to elicit data. The findings for the study indicate that USIM students faced more language-related problems such as lack of
understanding in Japanese culture when speaking and internal shortcomings such as lack of confidence and self-esteem.
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ENGLISH 16
EXAMINING THE STUDENTS’ WILLINGNESS TO COMMUNICATE IN THE SECOND LANGUAGE

In the era of Industrial Revolution 4.0, graduates are expected to not only be innovative and entrepreneurial, they are also expected to
have good communication skills in English in order to communicate their ideas, solve problems, and deal with challenges. It is well
known that speaking in the second language is important for a person to develop his/her communicative competence. Yet, many university
students remain hesitant to speak in the second language (L2) even though the classroom environment is positive and conducive for L2
learning. This paper attempts to identify the learners' level of willingness to communicate (WTC) in L2. It also examines whether gender
influences the level of WTC and explores the factors that influence the learners' WTC. 120 students at a Malaysian institution of higher
education took part in the study. A 10-item questionnaire with a Likert-like scale was used to collect data from the learners. In addition,
30 students were also asked to name one factor which influences their willingness to communicate in L2. Descriptive statistics, an
independent t-test, and a thematic analysis were used to analyse the data. Results and implications of the findings were then discussed.
The study concluded with some comments on the implications for teaching and learning. Suggestions for future research were also given.

ENGLISH 17

ARABIC ONLINE NEWS DISCOURSE OF THE 2011 JASMINE REVOLUTION:
AN ANALYSIS OF INTERTEXTUALITIES IN AL-JAZEERA AND BBC ARABIC

Prior to the 2011 Jasmine Revolution (JR), Tunisia was a ‘quite’ country as it does not receive much attention by the international media
compared to other Arab neighbouring countries, namely Egypt and Morocco. However, Tunisia was the first hit by the so-called ‘Arab
Spring’ wave, which brings huge political and social changes in the country. Since the beginning of the revolution, Tunisia received wide
media coverage by the Arabic news provider and the JR has become the major headlines in much international news coverages of the
event. Hence, this study aims to critically examine the discursive strategies, particularly the intertextuality utilised by two prominent
Arabic online news outlets: Al-Jazeera and BBC Arabic, in their online news of the 2011 JR event. These two well-established news
agencies were selected for their wide international coverage not only by the native Arabic speakers in the Middle East but also many
Arabic readers all around the world. Besides, Al-Jazeera of Qatar represents the Arab international media and the ‘East’, while BBC
Arabic which is one of the arms of BBC international news agency based in London, represents the ‘West(ern)’ media. The study
strategically employs Critical Discourse Analysis (CDA), particularly three-dimensional textual analysis framework of Fairclough (1992)
and Wodak (2001). The textual linguistics analysis will further enhance with a link to Laclau and Muoffe (1985) Discourse Theory of
power struggles for hegemony, aims to reveal the power struggles between the ‘in-group’ (the government) and the ‘out-group’ (the
antagonists) in discourse construction strategies. It is found that the voice of certain Tunisian social groups has been strategically included
and excluded in each outlets' coverage. Meanwhile, certain groups were given complete access to the construction of online news, and
the two online news outlets have marginalised others. Thus, the analysis then will compare the discourse strategy of intertextuality utilised
by Al-Jazeera and BBC Arabic and disclose the hidden ideologies at the back of discourse construction approaches.

AND ACHALAYATAN: A COMPARATIVE STUDY

In the field of literature, the study of colonization and its aftermath is a significant phenomenon. Shakespeare’s The Tempest presents the
story of colonial exploitation, and the tragic and inevitable disintegration of native culture as the result of European invasion and
colonization. Instead of justifying the idea of colonization, The Tempest presents a criticism of it. On the other hand, in Tagore’s Tasher
Desh (The Land of Cards) and Achalayatan (The Land of Immobility) we see the different attitudes towards European invasion and
colonization. Instead of presenting the negative aspects of colonization, as expected from a writer who spent whole of his life under the
British colonial rule, Tagore rather welcomes the idea of colonization. In this paper I discuss different attitudes towards colonization as
expressed in Shakespeare’s The Tempest in the one hand, and Tagore’s Tasher Desh (The Land of Cards) and Achalayatan (The Land of
Immobility) on the other hand. In order to explore attitudes towards colonization, this paper draws on a close reading of the texts using
selected postcolonial insights and theory of hybridity. The term ‘hybridity’ is commonly used in post colonial theory to describe culture
that emerges out of the interactions between the colonizer and the colonized. Hybridity theory is attributed to Homi K Bhabha. It argues
that in constructing a shared culture the colonizer and the colonized are mutually dependent. The insights developed from the research
will contribute significantly to academic understanding of the shared culture constructed by the interactions between the colonizer and
the colonized.

ENGLISH 19
USING METACOGNITIVE LEARNING STRATEGIES IN LEARNING FRENCH VOCABULARY

This paper attempts to seek the effectiveness of using metacognitive learning strategies in learning vocabulary of Malaysian university
students through an eight weeks program. This experiment aims to answer the following question: Can metacognitive learning strategies
facilitate French’s vocabulary learning of Malaysian university students? The questionnaire and tests were applied in this study. Forty-
five students participated in this study: One class of 21 which received metacognitive learning strategies to learn vocabulary involving
the experimental group; the other class of 24 students served as the control group and received only traditional method of learning without
metacognitive component. The metacognitive learning strategies for vocabulary learning of these students proved to be effective. The
experimental group outperformed the control group in the post vocabulary tests and questionnaire displayed in what aspect the students
improved on these metacognitive strategies. The one-way ANCOVA and T-test are used to analyse the data.

CONTESTING THE ASIAN FEMALE IDENTITY THROUGH IDENTITY FLUIDITY IN SING TO THE DAWN BY MIN
FONG HO

Sing to the Dawn (1975), written by the contemporary Chinese American writer, Minfong Ho (b. 1951), is the first novel by Ho. It has
been recognised internationally and was awarded first prize by the Council of Interracial Books for Children in New York City in 1975.
Set in Thailand, the novel is believed to have been overlooked in regards to works by Ho as studies on the issue of the Asian female
identity focusing on transculturalism are limited. Previous studies on Sing to the Dawn, for instance, focus more on the issues of
patriarchy, and psychological approaches. We hypothesise here, however, that a more truthful identity of the Asian female can be revealed
through the portrayal of the protagonist, Dawan, in Sing to the Dawn by applying the concept of identity fluidity by Stuart Hall (2011) as
we contest the prevalent view originating from the West that the Asian female identity is voiceless, submissive and hypersexual (Akita
2006; Andaya 2008; Ghavami and Peplau 2012; Dewey 2016; Lee 2018). We aim to discover how, the concepts of identity fluidity,
namely the “enlightenment subject”, the “sociological subject” and the “postmodern subject” are reflected in Sing to the Dawn through
Dawan’s practice of culture in the Thai society. Findings of this paper reveal that Dawan epitomes the Asian female identity that reflects
identity fluidity through her thinking and appropriate behaviour as she becomes fully centered through “the enlightenment subject”. She
then experiences “the sociological subject” phase when she connects with society, strengthening her identity before developing into “the
postmodern subject” where she demonstrates that her thinking, actions and behaviour are endless cultural productions influenced by her
past.

Pecola is faced with attitudes and
images based on the myth of white superiority that reinforces her tendency towards self-hatred.Toni Morrison examines what has changed
and what remains the same in African American culture. In democracy, people are generally the same, but there are still prejudices in the
concept of beauty and who is worthy. African American folklore is the source of inspiration for Morrison's novels and most African-
American writers. Seeking freedom, black identity, the nature of evil and the powerful voices of the powerless African Americans became
themes for African American literature.

AN EMERGING FRAMEWORK: LITERACY FOR SOCIAL NAVIGATION OF REFUGEES

Refugees are a group of people who not only have well-founded fear that they cannot return home but also afraid of challenges awaiting

them in the host country. Problem Due to their traumatic past experiences, refugees rely much on their own community specifically the
community leaders for assistance. On the other hand, lack of community leaders and the hierarchical engagement with these leaders, have
created more difficulty for the refugees to seek for help. The community leaders are usually those of a superior hierarchy in terms of
education, social skills or financial capacity within their community. Moreover, social navigation for survival becomes an issue not only
because they have language barriers but also internal conflicts on the terrains of the imagined (the hopes) and the unexpected (the
difficulties) they encounter in the host country (Suraini et.al., 2019). Aim This project dwells on creating a refugee support system by
training a group of youth refugees to become social navigators who are expected to provide horizontal (peer-like) engagement to their
community. A need analysis study was conducted to gauge the participants’ language literacy, leadership ability as well as Islamic psycho-
spiritual belief. Methodology To meet the aim of the study, 15 refugees were recruited using a snowballing sampling technigue. A mix-
method approach was adopted with guided questionnaires, interviews and baseline tests as the research tools. Findings The data revealed
that despite the challenges in language, the participants exhibited strong sense of brotherhood with other fellow refugees. Religion
developed the powerful bond that ignites their willingness to extend assistance to their community however, the participants unfolded
their uncertainty on the ways and resources available, to be of help. Based on the need analysis study, a conceptual framework suitable
for a Literacy training for social navigation emerged. Conclusion The framework will be used as a basis to develop a Functional Literacy
Course to groom social havigators to help their people, the Rohingya refugees.

TRANSLATING RELIGIOUS CULTURAL ELEMENT IN BAQARAH CHAPTER INTO ENGLISH: AN ANALYSIS OF
THE WORD ZAKAH

Culture has played a significant role in translation for its implication on product, process and translator. There will be cultural gaps appear
on translated text if the rendered meaning does not achieve the same degree of meaning of the source text. Furthermore, if the cultural
element is extracted from the Qur’an, there are issues of limits of translatability since the Qur’an is the Word of God. For instance,
religious cultural elements are considered as semantic and cultural voids where there might be some concepts shared by both source
culture and target culture, but they could be partial or total difference in practise. Hence, translating cultural elements and items is a
crucial process and needs to take into account during the process of translation in selecting adequate meaning since there is no one-to-
one equivalent in target culture. Therefore, the present article focuses on analysing the meaning of zakah that is one of specific Arabic
registers, and a prominent religious cultural element in the Qur’an. This study is a qualitative approach by applying document analysis in
collecting and analysing data. Since this study is about to explore the meaning of zakah, thus, componential analysis will be employed in
order to uncover the rendered meaning this cultural element in English translation selected from Bagarah chapter. The study found that
the features and characteristics of zakah vary with several differences from the source culture after transferring them into the target culture.

ENGLISH LANGUAGE MALAYSIAN SECONDARY SCHOOL CEFR-ALIGNED CURRICULUM: IS IT DOING WHAT
IT IS SUPPOSED TO DO?

The launch of the English Language Education Roadmap for Malaysia 2015-2025 saw the reform of the English language curriculum
which was revised to align with the Common European Framework of References (CEFR) for languages. This new, revised curriculum
has been implemented in schools, primary to secondary. Following its adoption and implementation, many CEFR related studies have
been conducted. However, CEFR-aligned English Language Curriculum, particularly its theoretical grounding, remains under-
investigated. To address this gap, this study aims to investigate if the theoretical grounding of the Malaysian form 2 English language
curriculum, in particular, the speaking curriculum, is in alignment with what CEFR advocates. The focus of the study is on the Malaysian
form 2 English language speaking curriculum. Data were collected from the form 2 English language curriculum specifications documents
(Dokumen Standard Kurikulum dan Pentaksiran (DSKP) Tingkatan 2) and the form 2 English language textbook, Pulse 2. To investigate
the speaking curriculum alignment with the communicative approach as advocated by CEFR, speaking-related statements were extracted
from the documents. Using major Second Language Acquisition (SLA) theories and second language (L2) speaking theories as the
theories that underpin the study, the statements were then categorized accordingly. Descriptive statistics was used to analyse the extracted
statements. Frequency of the related statements was converted to percentages. In terms of coherence and alignment, findings from the
form 2 English language curriculum specifications document and Pulse 2 appear mixed. While the CEFR-aligned curriculum document
appears to be coherent with its communicative label, the same cannot be said about Pulse 2. The documents analysed form the
fundamentals of the CEFR-aligned curriculum and to find that there is a mismatch at the very basic level is rather worrying. To ensure
the overall goals of the curriculum is achieved, the mismatch, first and foremost, needs to be addressed. In this case, there is a pressing
need to study the textbooks to be used to ensure they support the goals of the curriculum.

ENGLISH 27

A COMPARATIVE STUDY OF ENGLISH AND PALESTINIAN WORD ASSOCIATIONS AND THEIR IMPLICATIONS
FOR THE TEACHING OF ENGLISH TO PALESTINIAN LEARNERS

A foreign language should be taught within the context of its culture. For this purpose, it has been decided to investigate the word
associations in both English and Arabic cultures to find out the differences for benefitting the teaching of English as a foreign language.
This study aims at investigating word associations of English majors in Palestinian universities in order to find the types of associations
students make and the similarities and differences between students in Palestine and students in England in relation to word associations.
Palestinian learners’ word associations were compared to the British associations in (Amer, 1980). The pedagogic implications for the
teaching of English to Palestinian learners are discussed. Subjects for this study were 160 English majors in Hebron University and An-
Najah University. The Word Association Test was adapted from Amer (1980) covering 20 categories like body parts, fruits, animals,
clothes, foods, family and socials....etc. The stimuli are 125 classified as nouns, verbs, and adjectives. Results show variations between
the British norms and the Palestinian norms in associations with some similarities between them. For example, 61.3% of the Palestinian
students in this study relate "pig" with words as: disgusting, forbidden, and ugly. However, English students associate the word "pig"
with different words such as pork, bacon and eat. Given these variations, teachers should introduce their students to such differences to
help in learning English more efficiently. This study aimed to answer two questions: 1) what are the reasons behind the differences and
the similarities between the English word associations and the Palestinian word associations? 2) what are the different linguistic categories
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of Palestinian associations? In data analysis, the multidimensional approach is adopted along three dimensions: Linguistic, Cognitive,
and Cultural.

COLOR AS ICONIC PATTERN IN TONI MORRISON'S TEXT: A STUDY OF THE BLUEST EYE, SULA AND BELOVED

A newsletter is a form of publication that contains information that is of interest to a specific group, and written with a specific purpose
in the mind of the authors. Commonly used in the business world, a newsletter functions to disseminate information and establish brands,
products or services and create a rapport and bond with consumers. It also serves as a promotion strategy to increase company reputation.
Following the concepts of newsletter as a marketing strategy, this study focuses on the use of newsletter as a tool for collaborative writing
to enrich English language skills. The task of coming up with an e-newsletter is assigned to a group of university students as a Project
for their English Language course. To identify the potential of e-newsletters in enhancing students’ language learning, the study derives
responses from questionnaire distributed to students and teachers’ analysis of the final written product. From the findings, it was found
that there were improvements as the students collaborated as co-authors and go through the stages of writing the newsletter; among them,
their abilities to highlight important and relevant points from texts and synthesize them for use in the e-newsletter and their awareness of
citation skills. Collaboration among students have also resulted in a more organized and coherent piece of writing and impactful oral
presentation of the e-newsletter.

TEACHERS' ROLE IN MOTIVATING EFL STUDENTS AT PALESTINIAN SCHOOLS

This paper investigates the extent to which teachers motivate EFL students at Palestinian schools and the strategies that they use to
motivate the unmotivated students. It also illustrates the meaning of motivation, the importance of motivation, and the different types of
motivation. An attempt was made to answer the following questions: (1) Why do teachers motivate these students? (2) How do teachers
motivate their students? The data were elicited through specially designed questionnaire and interview. It was found that teachers
encounters many problem in motivating their students. In addition, It was evident that 6.3 % of female teachers and 3% of male teachers
don't motivate their students while 97% of male teachers and 93,7% of female teachers motivate their students by using verbal and non
verbal motivation. Moreover, teachers at Palestinian schools motivate their students in order to attract them and to involve them in new
topics. The findings also show that all male teachers have good or excellent relationship with their students while 6.3% of female teachers
have bad relationship with their students. In addition, the results reveal that teachers encounter many difficulties when they motivate their
students. The study is concluded with some recommendations. It recommends teachers to focus more on learners’ motivation and to use
appropriate motivational strategies which help students to achieve better language learning.

MAGICAL REALISM AS ALTERNATIVE AND NON-OBJECTIVE MUSLIM MALAY WORLDVIEWS IN “MAN OF THE
JUNGLE” BY DINA ZAMAN

King of the Sea (2012), by the Malaysian author Dina Zaman, is a collection of nine short stories exploring the issues on the diversity of
the Muslim Malay way of life through the theme of the supernatural. It focuses on the Malay culture, and revolves around the Muslim
Malay beliefs and practices in the phenomenon of supernatural existence and the influence of the beliefs in the supernatural on Malay
society. Literary critics have argued that the stories are entwined with aspects of the magical to make it more culturally acceptable as a
social reality but Bradley (2012: 206) disagrees as he describes it as some vague impressions of Dina’s transitory and intangible attempt
at magical realism. In this paper, we refer to magical realism as fantastical elements which are miraculous, yet seen as ordinary, and
ordinary as miraculous where the reality is not abandoned but is extended. Using the understanding of magical realism as conceptualised
by Maggie Ann Bowers (2004), we aim to discover how the alternative and non-objective Muslim Malay worldviews are reflected by the
author in a selected short story, “Man of the Jungle”, by analysing Dina’s depictions of supernatural beliefs among the Muslim Malay
characters. Our findings demonstrate that the alternative and non-objective Muslim Malay worldviews of the Muslim Malay characters
are depicted by Dina as grounded in their beliefs in the local Malay superstitions, myths and legends reflected through literary elements
which are indeed characteristics of magical realism.

ECHO IN MUET LISTENING COMPONENT AT USIM EXAM HALL

This study aimed at investigating the effect of jigsaw cooperative learning strategy on the fourth graders' achievement in teaching EFL at
Qalgilya city. The study examined the effect of the following variables: gender, academic qualifications and years of experience on
Palestinian fourth graders' achievement. To achieve the purpose of the study, the researcher developed one tool: a 21 item questionnaire.
The researcher distributed the questionnaire randomly on a sample of 29 Palestinian fourth graders' English language teachers in Qalgilya
city. A quantitative method was used to analyze the collected data. The collected data were analyzed and treated statistically through the
use of SPSS. The results of the study showed that Palestinian fourth graders’ have positive attitudes towards using jigsaw cooperative
learning strategy as a tool of teaching EFL. In the light of the results of the study recommended that teachers should avoid merely using
lecture method in teaching EFL for fourth graders that leads for poor participation and poor understanding of the concepts. Schools
teachers should concentrate on teaching techniques or teaching methods like jigsaw strategy which will enable pupils to properly
understand the concepts taught in class.

EXPLORING THE LANGUAGE OF MOTIVATION: A CRITICAL DISCOURSE ANALYSIS ON SELECT SPEECHES

The article aims to critically investigate the major linguistic elements of selected motivational speeches from around the world. It stems
from the researcher’s attempt to understand and analyse the key characteristics that augments the elements of motivation and inspiration
in speeches. These include extensive use of personal anecdotes, person deixis, and a call for action. The corpus for the study consists of
five speeches delivered by famous personalities that can be categorised as motivational speeches. The concept of Discourse Analysis is
employed to analyse the speeches for keywords related to the addressor, addressee and the speech itself. Furthermore, the article
investigates how Fairclough’s version of the Critical Discourse Analysis (CDA) is applicable to the selected corpus in order to examine
the social, cultural and the political ideologies hidden within the language. A comparison of the speeches have been attempted to closely
analyse the ideological presuppositions of the speakers which are manifested through their choice of words. By closely comparing the
speeches and categorising the keywords into various social and cultural themes, it is revealed that high frequencies of certain words shed
light on the social, cultural and individual demand for support and motivation. Recurring elements and themes among the speeches are
also compared and analysed for its social validity. The in-depth qualitative examinations of the concordances of the keywords as well as
investigations of existing presuppositions also shed light on the perceptions, ideologies and beliefs of the addressor. Language, therefore,
was revealed to have been used as a tool to promote certain individual as well as collective ideologies for the apparent gain of the audience.

INDIGENOUS PRE-VOCATIONAL TEACHERS OUTLOOK TOWARDS EDUCATION
IN MALAYSIA

This study addresses the issue of the education of indigenous people as outlined in the Transformation of the Education for Indigenous
People Plan, Malaysia Education Blueprint 2013-2025 (page 4-21). Many studies have reported the issues of school dropouts among the
indigenous people due to accessibility of education, incongruity of the national curriculum and the indigenous socio-cultural backgrounds;
however, less study is conducted on the perception of the indigenous peoples towards education. This paper aims to explore how the
indigenous peoples perceive the different dimensions of education amidst the presumptions surrounding this issue. The location of the
study was Tengku Ampuan Afzan Teacher Training Centre in Pahang. The participants of the study were 19 IP pre-vocational teachers
who were a part of a special teacher training programme for indigenous peoples. Data was collected through semi-structured interviews
and later analysed using a thematic analysis. Findings show that the indigenous pre-vocational teachers had positive outlook towards
education because education was seen as a conduit to modernization, social equality and socio-economic mobility. Data also shows the
participants had taken extra efforts in ensuring they gain access to education. The findings suggest that the participants had their own
dimensions in terms of the importance of education and these findings would help in resolving several presumptions regarding IP
education in Malaysia. The findings are limited to the insights of a small group of people; however, they are substantial enough to be
referred to as fundamentals of imminent studies in understanding indigenous peoples’ education in Malaysia.
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COMPETENCY BASED ENGLISH TEST (CBET): THE UKM EXPERIENCE

In line with its aim to enhance graduates’ employability, Universiti Kebangsaan Malaysia (UKM) has developed a Competency Based
English Test (CBET) since 2015. CBET is a criterion-referenced proficiency test which measures students’ ability to communicate in
English and predict their workplace communication readiness prior to graduation. It is designed based on the international benchmarking
standard - Common European Framework of Reference for Languages (CEFR). The students examined in CBET are those who have
attained MUET Band 1-3 (beginner to intermediate levels) on entry to UKM and have completed a minimum of 5 credits of English
proficiency courses offered by the university. This paper reports on the findings of CBET conducted on 1409 third-year students across
various faculties. The findings reveal that majority of the students did not achieve the targeted level for English language proficiency, B2
(Upper Intermediate), as set by the Ministry of Education. It is also discovered that majority of them did not improve one band above
their entry MUET level upon completing the English courses during 3 years of their studies. The implications of this study generally
points to the need to review the content and standards of English language curriculum offered at the university.

INNOVATORS AMONG EDUCATORS: WHAT MOVES THEM?

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DOER OR DONE TO? : THE FRAMING OF THE ORANG ASLI
IN THE MAINSTREAM NEWS MEDIA

Studies on Orang Asli people have been conducted mostly on education, health, land rights (law and policy), with very little attention
given to their representation in the news media. This is despite how media plays a huge role in shaping the perception of the public. This
research wishes to study the representation of Orang Asli people construed via linguistics resources. Thus, it is the aim of this paper, to
investigate how Orang Asli is framed or portrayed within the mainstream news media in Malaysia. Using data extracted from The Star
newspaper (16-year-data: 700, 000 words), one of the most influential media in Malaysia, analysis was undertaken using a combination
of corpus linguistics and critical discourse analysis approaches i.e. Corpus-assisted discourse analysis. Particular focus is given to
grammatical group of words which are considered key words that appear in news stories about Orang Asli. Findings reveal that Orang
Asli people are constantly portrayed as the recipient of things and action, in many cases as the ‘done to’ object of the story. Another
interesting outcome of our analysis is that Orang Asli people are often reported negatively where they are positioned as either the victims
(done to) or perpetrators (doer). This study highlights that by using both quantitative and qualitative approaches, we are able to tease out
significant linguistic resources which contribute to the understanding of how Orang Asli people are portrayed in the news media.

THE GENDER AND SOCIAL DISTANCE EFFECTS ON COMPLIMENT RESPONSES:
A CASE-STUDY ON JORDANIAN ARABIC SPEAKERS (JAL).

This study aimed at determining the effects of gender and social distance on the social compliment responses of the Jordanian Arabic
speakers (JAL). Therefore, the study adopted one research question which is “how does the gender and social distance affect the JAL’s
compliment responses?” A descriptive research design was adopted for this study based on a sample comprised ten Jordanian Arabic
speakers; five males and five females. The instrument of this study adopted a discourse completion test (DCT) based on ten different
situations. The DCT included three strategies of responses: agreement, non-agreement and other interpretation. The responses of the
(DCT) were analyzed quantitatively - using percentages and frequencies —and qualitatively — using content analysis. The findings proved
that there was a slight difference between males and females in their responses towards the social situations. Males practiced agreement
compliment responses more than females as (86%) of compliment responses were given by males whereas (70 %) were given by females.
In addition, participants gave more agreement compliment strategy responses in non-social situation (86%) than social situations (68%).
The qualitative analysis proved that the participants practiced all the three strategies of compliment in the different social situations.
Furthermore, Males were more active and responsive than females in practicing the speech act of compliment in social context. To add,
females were more inclined to give non-agreement and other interpretation responses in the given social situations. The study suggested
doing further research on the effects of gender and social distance on Arabic Speakers’ compliment responses in social situations.
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A CORRELATIONAL STUDY ON JAPANESE LEARNER'S BELIEF IN
THE GROUP PROJECT WORK METHOD AND LEARNING RESULT IN CHUJOKYU DOKKAI COURSE

The purpose of this study is to determine the perception of the Japanese language learners on Group Project Work Method, The learning
result of Chujokyu Dokkai and The correlations between the two variables mentioned. This study used the descriptive method with a
quantitative approach. The sample is the students in the third year of the Japanese Language Education Department of Muhammadiyah
University of Yogyakarta in the academic years of 2018/2019. The instruments used in this study are questionnaires and assessment
documents taken from Chujokyu Dokkai Course. The result in this study shows that the learner's perception in the Group Project Work
method tends to be positive and their learning result shows the overall percentage of 70% on good achievement category with a distribution
percentage of 29% on 4.0 GPA and 26% on 3.0 GPA and 15% on above 2.5 GPA. While the result of correlational statistic shows p =
0,67 and p table =0,329 (5%). This concludes that the learner's perception in the Group Project Work method and their learning result in
the Chujokyu Dokkai course have a strong correlation based on the finding where the coefficient interval data fell within 0.50 - 0.69.

This paper discusses the application of SLAM, a poem analysis tool (Scholastic Teaching Resources, 2017) in poetry teaching materials.
Literature in English has been given a new lease of life and is being offered as an elective subject called English Literature for Upper
Secondary in Malaysian schools since December 2018. Poetry is one of the literary components taught in the subject thus there is a
pressing need for English literature teachers to explore various methods and tools for their teaching repertoire. SLAM is an acronym for
‘structure’, ‘language’, ‘affect’ and ‘meaning’ (De Pasquale, 2017) which are various aspects of a poem. This paper looks at how the
SLAM method is integrated into the design of some teaching and learning materials for poems currently being taught in the elective
subject.

AN ONLINE PLATFORM FOR READING COMPREHENSION ACHIEVEMENTS DATA: A CEFR-ALIGNED SYSTEM

This study reports the development of an online platform to classify and store students’ reading comprehension achievements data that
are aligned with the Common European Framework of Reference (CEFR) in order to ensure that the learning process can meet the
international standard while conscientiously tailored to the specific learners’ needs. The theoretical foundation of the study is the
integration between instructional design (ID) and CALL frameworks. Kemp’s ID Model (cited in Morrison et al., 2010) is the basis for
the software development supported by the Chun’s (2016) recent framework on Ecological CALL that is in line with CEFR practices.
The basis for classification of the achievements includes selection of reading texts and development of the questions that are vetted
aligning to the CEFR levels. The online platform comprises a database which integrates the information on the CEFR reading illustrative
tasks and the scoring grids that would automatically sort the scores of reading comprehension tasks to the CEFR levels accordingly. The
system may be able to contribute to the language teaching and learning, with a specific focus on the development of reading skills.
Additionally, with the recent emphasis on CEFR, the system may be able to assist teachers to provide appropriate reading comprehension
tasks to meet students’ level, and for students to map their language competency to the CEFR levels.

ENGAGEMENT IN SELF-REGULATED LEARNING OF A MOOC COURSE AT POSTGRADUATE LEVEL:
STRATEGIES AND CHALLENGES

The need to take charge of our own learning is becoming essentially constant especially in the digital age. One such example is the
introduction of the Malaysian MOOCs in 2014, which has prompted many educational institutions to transform courses into an online
learning structure where students need to self-regulate their own learning. Examining the effects of this move would be beneficial. This
paper therefore reports student perceptions of their personal competence in self-regulated learning of a MOOC course for postgraduate
students at a public university in Malaysia. An established questionnaire which examines the three phases (forethought, performance
control, self-reflection) of the self-regulated learning model by Zimmerman was utilized together with an online interview protocol
focusing on the effectiveness and challenges of using MOOC. Data were collected from 72 postgraduate students consisting both masters
and doctoral students from three cohorts who were required to enroll into a scientific writing course. Learning mainly takes place through
the university MOOC platform, with a 2-hour interactive online session with the subject matter expert towards the end of the semester.
The questionnaire was distributed at the end of the interactive online session aiming to investigate their self-regulated learning phases
comparing between the masters and doctoral students. No significance difference was found for all three phases between the two types
of students, but student interviews revealed that despite its flexibility and interactive features, using MOOC still features a number of
challenges even for adult learners at postgraduate level.

The data are
collected by using a Simple Random Sampling (SRS) with fishbowl draw method from 11 parts of story which analyzed in four categories
of FL: metonymy, synecdoche, paradox, and hyperbole. There are 12 samples; three samples for each category. The translator used four
methods of translation: Literal Translation (LT), Free Translation (FT), Idiomatic Translation (IT), and Semantic Translation (ST).

ACADEMICS’ PERSPECTIVES OF INTERCULTURAL COMPETENCE DEVELOPMENT THROUGH THE
INTERNATIONALISATION OF HIGHER EDUCATION

Academic staff are the main actors in intercultural education, primarily due to their vital role in the internationalisation of higher education.
Institutional internationalisation policy aims and implementation expect academics to play the leading role in developing students’
intercultural competencies and be the role model for students. However, there are gaps between the rhetorics as advocated by the policy
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and the realities that academics encounter in their effort in developing intercultural competencies of their academic self and in inculcating
intercultural competencies among students. The paper is based on a doctoral research project exploring the engagement of Malaysian
academic staff in the internationalisation of higher education. The qualitative study involved academic participants from various
Malaysian public universities and employed individual interviews and online focus group discussions as data collection methods. The
paper seeks to examine Malaysian academics’ view on the importance of intercultural competence in relation to the international
dimension of the academic profession, the support they received and the challenges they faced in developing their own as well as students’
intercultural competencies through the internationalisation of the curriculum, international mobility and internationalisation at home
initiatives. Part of the findings of the study highlights intercultural-themed conceptualisation of internationalisation by the academic
participants in discussing their involvement and experience of internationalisation initiatives at these universities. While intercultural
education is a priority in the Malaysian higher education system at national and institutional levels, the findings also revealed that
academics called for more comprehensive support in developing intercultural competencies for themselves as academics and for students.
This study adds to insights on how academics conceive and experience intercultural competencies development concerning the
internationalisation of higher education within the area of intercultural education as contextualised in Malaysian higher education
institutions.

Kajian ini bertujuan menganalisa tahap kebolehpercayaan dan kesahan instrumen terjemahan Multidimensional Goal Orientation Scale
oleh Zweig dan Webster (2004) bagi mengukur orientasi matlamat dalam kalangan guru pendidikan Islam sekolah agama swasta.
Orientasi Matlamat merupakan satu konstruk yang semakin mendapat perhatian para penyelidik bagi memahami bagaimana seseorang
membina, memperoleh atau menunjukkan kecekapan dalam pembelajaran dan prestasi. Terdapat tiga (3) faktor yang digunakan untuk
mengukur Orientasi Matlamat iaitu: (1) Orientasi Matlamat Pendekatan-Pencapaian (Performance Orientation Approach); (2) Orientasi
Matlamat Pengelakan-Pencapaian (Performance Orientation Avoidance) dan (3) Orientasi matlamat Pembelajaran (Learning Orientation).
171 orang guru pendidikan Islam di sekolah agama swasta menengah dan rendah sekitar Negeri Sembilan telah terlibat dalam kajian
rintis. 21 item daripada instrumen asal diterjemah ke Bahasa Melayu dan diterjemah semula ke Bahasa Inggersi menggunakan kaedah
back translation. Kebolehpercayaan instrumen ditentukan menggunakan kaedah ketekalan dalaman Alpha Cronbach dan didapati nilai
tersebut adalah berada antara .74 dan .91. Nilai keseluruhan Alpha Cronbach bagi instrumen ini pula ialah .84. Instrumen ini didapati
memenuhi ciri-ciri psikometrik sebuah instrumen yang baik dan boleh digunakan dalam konteks kajian yang berbeza.

ANALISIS LEKSIKAL BAHASA MELAYU DALAM APLIKASI WHATSAPP DI KALANGAN PELAJAR UNIVERSITI
SAINS ISLAM MALAYSIA (FAKULTI PENGAJIAN BAHASA UTAMA)

Mengikut Laporan The Digital News Report (2017) mendapati pengguna internet di Malaysia mencatatkan penggunaan aplikasi
WhatsApp terbanyak di dunia iaitu 51 peratus bagi mendapatkan maklumat tidak kiranya dari segi hiburan, perniagaan ataupun apa-apa
saja. Di sini kita dapat melihat penggunaan aplikasi Whatsapp sudah menjadikan satu trend yang tidak dapat dielakkan. Dengan kata lain,
kita boleh kata penggunaan aplikasi WhatsApp Group adalah satu media komunikatif yang semakin popular dalam era teknologi Kini.
Kajian ini bertujuan untuk meninjau perubahan kata atau leksikal dalam aplikasi WhatsApp Group dalam kalangan pelajar Fakulti
Pengajian Bahasa Utama di Universiti Sains Islam Malaysia.Korpus kajian diambil daripada teks Whatsapp Group yang terdiri daripada
4 kumpulan pelajar yang mempunyai 100 orang. Kita akan memberikan sepenuh tumpuan kepada aspek penggunaan atau perubahan
leksikal dan ciri-ciri umum linguistik bahasa WhatsApp Group yang berkenaan. Hasil kajian didapati bahawa leksikal bahasa Melayu
mengalami perubahan yang besar iaitu dalam bentuk singkatan yang tidak dapat dijangka dan percampuran kod bahasa lain dengan
keadaan yang tanpa mengubah struktur bahasa Melayu yang asal.

A-Smart Lu’bah merupakan model yang dibangunkan untuk meningkatkan penguasaan penulisan teks bahasa Arab dalam kalangan
pelajar melalui konsep didik hibur dengan aktiviti bermain sambil belajar. Model ini, secara tidak langsung dapat mengubah persepsi
terhadap aktiviti pengajaran dan pembelajaran bahasa Arab di Malaysia yang sebelum ini bersifat sterotaip dan membosankan kepada
aktiviti pengajaran dan pembelajaran yang mudah dan menyeronokkan. Data menunjukkan para pelajar masih lagi berhadapan dengan
masalah untuk menguasai penulisan teks dalam bahasa Arab dengan baik sama ada peringkat sekolah mahupun peringkat pengajian tinggi.
Keadaan ini berlaku disebabkan oleh keadaan pelajar yang menggunakan metode terjemahan dari bahasa penutur kepada ayat bahasa
Arab. Selain itu, metode hafazan yang seringkali dilakukan oleh pelajar juga menyebabkan permasalahan ini berlaku. Ini kerana struktur
ayat yang terdapat dalam bahasa Melayu adalah berbeza dengan struktur ayat yang terdapat dalam bahasa Arab. A-Smart Lu’bah ini
dibangunkan dengan berpandukan model Instruksional ADDIE dan juga model Integrasi Teknologi oleh Roblyer dengan memberi fokus
kepada lapan tajuk utama dalam topik penulisan teks bahasa Arab. Tajuk-tajuk ini seterusnya distrukturkan dalam bentuk permainan
bahasa yang merangkumi tiga aras iaitu aras mudah, sederhana dan sukar. Tajuk permainan ini ialah Smart Tarkib Idafiy 1, Smart Tarkib
Idafiy 2, Smart Tarkib Na’tiy, Smart Tarkib Asas al-Jumal, Smart Jumlah Ismiyyah 1, Smart Jumlah Fi’liyyah dan Jumlah Ismiyyah,
Smart Jumlah Ismiyyah 2 dan Smart Jumlah Fi’liyyah. Semua tajuk ini menggunakan formulasi kaedah pola ayat yang diolah semula dari
formula asal struktur ayat dalam bahasa Arab.

MALAYSIA

Strategi merupakan tingkah laku yang selalu digunakan oleh pelajar untuk penguasaan bahasa. la merupakan proses pemerolehan,
penyimpanan, pengingatan dan penggunaan. Strategi SILL merupakan strategi yang terkini dan berkesan dalam pembelajaran bahasa
kedua. SILL ialah singkatan daripada Strategy Inventory of Learning Language yang diperkenalkan oleh Rebecca L. Oxford pada tahun
1989. la mengandungi enam konstruk, iaitu memori, kognitif, kompensasi, metakognitif, afektif dan social. Permasalahan kajian ini ialah
bagaimanakah tahap amalan strategi yang diamalkan oleh pelajar cemerlang? Kajian ini bertujuan mengenal pasti bahagian tahap amalan
strategi SILL yang diamalkan oleh pelajar cemerlang Bahasa dan Sastera Arab dari sekolah menengah kebangsaan agama di Malaysia.
Seramai 440 pelajar cemerlang telah dipilih daripada jumlah pelajar tingkatan empat yang mendapat grad A dan B dalam peperiksaan
Penilaian Menengah Rendah. Mereka ialah pelajar-pelajar dari 26 buah sekolah menengah kebangsaan agama di Malaysia. Instrumen
soal selidik digunakan bagi mengumpul maklumat tentang tahap penggunaan strategi pembelajaran bahasa dan sastera Arab dalam
kalangan pelajar cemerlang sekolah menengah agama. Kajian ini menggunakan borang soal selidik Strategy Inventory of Learning
Language (SILL) version 7.0 yang telah diubah suai untuk memenuhi keperluan bahasa Arab. Sebanyak 50 item telah digunakan bagi
mengumpul maklumat yang dikehendaki. Dapatan kajian menunjukkan skor min berada antara 2.8857 dan 3.5189. Ini menunjukkan
pelajar cemerlang kurang menggunakan strategi pembelajaran bahasa. Oleh yang demikian, kajian ini mencadangkan agar sekolah
memperkenalkan strategi bahasa melalui sesi pembelajaran dan juga bengkel serta menggalakkan pelajar mengamalkannya dalam usaha
mempertingkatkan penguasaan bahasa Arab mereka. Begitu dicadangkan supaya kajian eksprimen dijalankan bagi mengetahui
peningkatan tahap amalannya.

Proses pembelajaran kepada anak didik harus disesuaikan dengan kondisi perkembangan kognitif atau usia. Begitupun juga dalam
mempelajari bahasa menurut Jean Piaget pemerolehan bahasa adalah bagian yang tidak dapat dipisahkan dari perkembangan kognitif
peserta didik itu sendiri. Adalah suatu keselarasan dan keharusan untuk menyesuaikan pengajaran dengan perkembangan kognitifnya.
Jika tidak menghendaki gejala-gejala yang tidak dihendaki dalam pembelajaran muncul-mencuat pada peserta didik. Menjadikan mereka
menanggung sebuah beban yang sejatinya tidak selaras dengan tujuan dan hakikat pendidikan sendiri. Meskipun secara materi kebahasaan
memiliki kesamaan, namun dalam penyampaian kepada anak didik harus sesuai dengan usia. Perbedaan dalam penyampaian bisa juga
dengan melihat kepada nilai-nilai atau karakter yang ingin dicapai yang bisa dituliskan dalam buku rancangan pembelajaran atau buku
teks. Supaya siswa bisa memahami materi dengan baik dan mudah, kualitas buku teks sebaiknya tidak hanya mengacu pada materi saja
melainkan juga pada relevansi buku teks terhadap perkembangan kognitif anak didik pada masanya sehingga bisa mengurangi dan
menghilangkan rasa bosan misalnya ataupun minat mereka karena menganggap materi yang sangat berat. Rancangan pembelajaran sangat
penting sebagai perencanaan dan acuan keberhasilan pembelajaran sehingga banyak aspek yang harus dipikirkan dan dimasukkan ke
dalamnya. Maka dari itulah peneliti ingin menganalisa buku Kurikulum Pendidikan Al-Islam, Kemuhammadiyahan dan Bahasa Arab
(ISMUBA) Tahun 2017 untuk SMA/SMK Muhammadiyah yang dikeluarkan oleh Majelis Pendidikan Dasar dan Menengah Pimpinan
Pusat Muhammadiyah. Peneliti mencoba untuk menganalisa aspek kesesuaian materi terhadap perkembangan kognitif dari peserta didik
dengan melihat pada kandungan pendidikan karakter yang ada di dalamnya. Dalam buku ini, materi bahasa Arab tidak hanya disampaikan
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secara kebahasaan saja namun dikaitkan dengan pendidikan karakter seorang anak dengan disesuaikan dengan usia mereka yang
menginjak remaja. Karakter yang diinginkan terhadap siswa dimunculkan dalam pemilihan materi. Dari sembilan materi yang ada dalam
buku, peserta didik diajak tidak hanya mampu secara kebahasaan semata, namun juga diselipkan nilai sikap seperti; tidak egois
mementingkan diri sendiri, mengenal dan peduli terhadap lingkungan, membuka interaksi dengan wawasan keilmuan dan sosial
kemasyarakatan, senantiasa mempunyai pikiran untuk mengembangkan ilmu pengetahuan dan teknologi, kemudian siswa juga selalu
diingatkan agar selalu menjaga keimanan dengan mengingat akan kekuasaan Allah sebagai tujuan hidup dari segala aktifitas yang ada.
Penelitian ini baru hanya sebatas kualitatif dalam artian yakni hanya menganalisa buku rancangan belajar tersebut, namun belum
dikembangkan untuk melihat dan meneliti bagaimana anak didik dalam menyikapi buku rancangan pembelajaran tersebut.

Di dalam situasi bahasa Arab sebagai bahasa asing, pelbagai aktiviti telah cuba dirancang dan
dilaksanakan untuk meningkatkan kecekapan dan keyakinan pelajar untuk bertutur dengan baik. Di antara aktiviti yang telah dirancang
adalah ‘One Minute Arabic Speech’ (OMAS). Aktiviti ini telah dilaksanakan melalui media sosial pelajar iaitu Instagram. Instagram
adalah Di antara platform media sosial yang popular di dunia.

Kajian ini
berbentuk kuantitatif deskriptif yang menggunakan kaedah soal selidik responden. Respondan adalah daripada 55 orang pelajar daripada
berlainan fakulti yang telah melaksanakan aktiviti OMAS melalui Instagram. Data daripada jawapan soal selidik responden telah
dianalisis menggunakan Statistical Package for Science Social (SPSS). Dapatan kajian menunjukkan bahawa responden mempunyai
persepsi yang positif terhadap aktiviti OMAS. Responden juga bersetuju bahawa aktiviti OMAS ini dapat membantu mereka untuk
meningkatkan keyakinan mereka bertutur dalam bahasa Arab sekaligus dapat membantu penguasaan kemahiran bertutur bahasa Arab
dalam kalangan responden.

This abstract explores strategies and participation roles in doctoral advising. Adopting a discourse analysis approach, it considers these
strategies and participation roles constructed by situational identities grounded in identities-in-interaction (Zimmerman, 1998). Detailed
analysis of advising across faculty member-and-graduate student interactions in varying universities shows that advice-giving depends
on content and manner in which advising occurs. This analysis further argues that advice-giving can often be translated in linking such
interactions to social and education insitutional requirements which are almost always (en)meshed. This analysis further argues that in
making advising legitimate, compliance to advising roles and strategies can help mentor graduate students. Whether teasing out problems
or recommending solutions to doctoral work, dissertation-related or not, these strategies and roles can realign interactions, engaging
collaborative understanding of education issues and recommendations. By focusing on these exchanges, the findings can make visible
explicit instruction of the values of advising within the ‘landscape’ of higher education.

The integration of Augmented Reality (AR) technology in education is in-trend nowadays in line with the aspiration of the country to
prepare graduates for 5.0 Social Revolution. This paper provides an introduction to the augmented reality (AR) technology and its
possibilities for ESL learning specifically listening in MUET context. Students’ feedback is analyzed to provide the insights on what
matters to them when it comes to the use of AR technology in acquiring the necessary skills in listening for academic purposes.
Questionnaire form is distributed to 1297 students from two public universities and data is analyzed based on percentage. Findings show
that students are highly motivated to learn listening using AR based module called MyEVO and it encourages them to be more autonomous
in their learning process.

Masyarakat Islam seolah-olah lupa bahawa prinsip-prinsip pendidikan dan perhatian Islam terhadap pembentukan peribadi
yang hebat telah lama diperkenalkan oleh Rasulullah Salallahu ‘alaihi wasallam, para sahabat serta ulama-ulama agung di dalam sejarah
Islam. Kertas Kerja ini bertujuan untuk mengupas prinsip pendidikan Abdul Rahman Al-Nahlawi yang merupakan seorang sarjana Islam
yang telah menghasilkan beberapa buah kitab yang kebanyakannya menjadi rujukan di dalam bidang pendidikan. Kajian ini menggunakan
pendekatan analisis kandungan dan hanya memfokuskan kepada salah sebuah buku al-Nahlawi yang terkenal dan telah diterjemahkan ke
dalam bahasa Indonesia. Hasil daripada analisis yang telah dilakukan, al-Nahlawi menyimpulkan bahawa pendidikan di dalam agama
Islam semestinya bersumber daripada al-Quran dan Al-Sunnah. Di samping itu terdapat lima asas pendidikan yang perlu diambil kira
oleh masyarakat Islam untuk melahirkan generasi Muslim sejati.

QURANIC TERMINOLOGY FROM THE PERSPECTIVE OF THE MALAY COMMUNITY’S WORLDVIEW OF THE
MALAY COMMUNITY IN KAMUS DEWAN

There are many researches on the Arabic loan words in Malay language. However, the researches seemingly do not touch on Quranic
glossary in specific and also in the aspect of equivalent meanings among which are mentioned in Kamus Dewan and the Quran whereas
the researches are deemed important and affecting understanding and behaviour. The objective of this study is to ascertain the Quranic
terminology present in Kamus Dewan and to classify it into aspects possible to be looked at and analysed in order to identify the
terminology that affects the formation the worldview of the Malay community towards life. This study employs comprehensive study and
descriptive analysis methods. Arabic words mentioned in Kamus Dewan and al-Mu'jam al-Mufahras li Alfaz al-Qur’an al-Karim are
identified and subsequently categorized. Later, five of the Quranic terms that mostly inspire the formation of the Malay worldview are
analysed. This is in order to identify the meanings suggested by the Quran and their being understood by the Malay community. The most
important finding of this study is that around 1553 Arabic words are mentioned in Kamus Dewan and that 742 of the Arabic words are
present in the Glorious Quran. This number represents 47.8 percents of the Arabic words in Kamus Dewan mentioned in the Quran. The
glossary that represents the group of perspectives, ideas and emotions are of the Quranic terminology mostly mentioned in Kamus Dewan.
This study indicates that there is a shortage of Malay meaning spectrums for the words compared to the meanings required by the Quran.

VISUAL REFLECTION: PERSONAL INTERPRETATION OF THE PEDAGOGICAL PROCESS DURING TEACHING
PRACTICE

Reflection plays an essential part in teacher education as reflecting on the teaching and learning process can potentially enhance
pedagogical practice. Preparing undergraduate teachers to meet the classroom reality and develop their reflection skills requires innovative
and creative approaches. Studies have shown that visual arts appear to offer a productive ground for fostering creativity which in turn can
lead to critical reflection. In teacher education programme, the role of visual arts as a form of reflection in the classroom has not been
extensively investigated. This paper therefore aims to explore visual reflection as a prospective tool that drives creative and critical
reflection among teacher trainees during their practical training. Four TESL trainee teachers were selected as the research subjects. Data
were collected from their visual reflections and focus group discussion.The findings indicated that the teacher trainees were able to
visually express their reflective insights and translate those insights into interpretations of their pedagogical practices. Findings from the
focus group discussion suggested that visual reflection is a novel approach in allowing the teacher trainees to acquire a pedagogical
knowledge base to engage as teachers-in-training. This study has raised a significant issue on the use of visual reflections as a means to
facilitate and develop teacher trainees’ reflective skills. Future recommendations include further directions for exploring the use of visual
arts in fostering reflective practice in teacher education programme.

G-BAYAN: MEDIUM INTERAKTIF PEMBELAJARAN BALAGHAH ARAB ABAD KE-21

Balaghah atau retorik Arab merupakan mata pelajaran wajib di sekolah menengah agama di Malaysia, terutamanya sekolah yang
menggunakan kurikulum bersepadu dini. Berdasarkan kajian lepas, pencapaian pelajar dalam mata pelajaran ini didapati masih berada di
tahap yang rendah dan tidak memuaskan. Proses pengajaran yang terlalu mementingkan definisi dan kaedah dikenalpasti sebagai antara
penyebab utama kurangnya minat para pelajar terhadap balaghah. Pelbagai pendekatan telah diperkenalkan oleh ahli akademik bagi
menangani masalah ini dalam proses pengajaran dan pemudahcaraan (PdPc) seperti aplikasi permainan dalam talian (gamifikasi) seperti
Kahoot, Quiziz, Padlet dan seumpamanya. Walau bagaimanapun, aplikasi tersebut hanyalah platform umum untuk mempelajari apa jua
bahan pembelajaran dan tidak khusus kepada mana-mana mata pelajaran. Kajian ini cuba mengetengahkan reka bentuk khusus bagi
gamifikasi pembelajaran balaghah Arab (G-Bayan) yang boleh dimanfaatkan oleh pelajar sekolah menengah dan universiti dalam aliran
agama. Kajian ini mengadaptasi reka bentuk proses gamifikasi Tan (2015) iaitu: menetapkan matlamat, cara bermain, maklum balas,
ruang permainan dan cerita permainan. Kandungan gamifikasi adalah berasaskan sukatan pelajaran Tingkatan 4 dan tumpuan akan
diberikan kepada salah satu cabang ilmu balaghah iaitu ilmu al-bayan.

This project focuses on teaching methods in teaching feature writing among students without communication background. At some
universities such as USIM where feature writing course must be enrolled by non-communication students, they need the motivation to
learn a course alien to them. This project proposes a model and a writing module for this specific group of students using the hybrid of
journalistic, language and psychological approach. The module includes three parts 1) Why Should I write, 2) Journalistic Approach and
3) Language Approach. By adopting Experiential Learning as the teaching approach, teaching and learning for the module is student-
centered, experiential based with minimum facilitation. Adler’s educational principle was applied which highlight the importance of
educating students to contribute back to the community through feature writing. Nobel contribution of this model and module is its
development specifically to improve motivation among non-communication students (and this includes beginners with no formal
communication background who want to publish in media) and by applying the techniques suggested, the module increases the possibility
of publication at the first attempt.

Hiragana merupakan simbol fonetik yang mewakili suku kata dalam bahasa Jepun. Walau bagaimana pun, huruf hiragana ini sukar
dikuasai oleh murid di peringkat awal pembelajaran kerana bentuk huruf yang berbeza malahan bilangan hurufnya lebih banyak
berbanding abjad dalam bahasa ibunda. Oleh yang demikian, proses pembelajaran terancang dan berstruktur harus diaplikasikan untuk
membantu murid menguasai topik hiragana dalam suasana yang menyeronokkan sekali gus memberikan pemahaman tentang kandungan
pelajaran. Unsur permainan boleh diselitkan dalam proses pengajaran guru, agar murid lebih berminat untuk mengambil bahagian secara
aktif dalam pembelajaran. Sehubungan dengan itu, satu modul pembelajaran topik hiragana telah dibina untuk membantu murid
menguasai huruf hiragana dengan lebih mudah. Modul ini diberi nama “Yosh Hiragana’ dibina berpandukan Teori Perkembangan Kognitif
Piaget (1980) yang menggabungkan aktiviti permainan dengan pemikiran kognitif murid. Kajian ini akan menguji keberkesanan modul
“Yosh Hiragana’ dan seterusnya merumuskan impak kepada proses pengajaran dan pembelajaran murid dalam menguasai topik hiragana.
Berpandukan teori Piaget (1980), pengkaji akan menguji modul yang dihasilkan untuk melihat kesannya kepada murid sebelum dan
selepas penggunaan modul. Tumpuan kajian ini akan berfokus kepada lima aspek yang dikemukakan iaitu skema, adaptasi, keseimbangan,
asimilasi dan akomodasi. Data kajian dikumpulkan melalui 28 orang pelajar Tingkatan 1 yang mengambil bahasa Jepun sebagai mata
pelajar elektif di Sekolah Menengah Kebangsaan Seksyen 9, Shah Alam. Keberkesanan perlaksanaan modul ‘Yosh Hiragana’ ini akan
dinilai berdasarkan keputusan pasca ujian murid dalam menguasai topik hiragana. Kajian ini menggunakan pendekatan kuantitatif kuasi
eksperimen dengan menggunakan huruf hiragana sebagai instrumen kajian. Dapatan kajian menunjukkan bahawa penggunaan modul
“Yosh Hiragana’ telah meningkatkan tahap pemahaman dan penguasaan murid tentang huruf hiragana berdasarkan keputusan ujian yang
diperolehi. Konklusinya, modul ini diharap dapat digunakan oleh guru di masa akan datang untuk memudahkan pembelajaran huruf
hiragana bahasa Jepun di peringkat sekolah menengah dan seterusnya dapat menarik minat murid untuk mempelajari bahasa asing.

Perlakuan ibadah umrah yang berkaitan dengan hukum-hakam iaitu wajib, rukun, sunat, harus dan
dikenakan dam bagi yang melanggar larangan ihram diperincikan melalui Kaedah SALAK. Melalui sesi temu bual dan soal selidik kepada
bakal jemaah umrah menunjukkan bahawa mereka mudah untuk memahami ibadah umrah yang perlu dibuat kerana perlakuan ibadah
disusun mengikut kronologi bagi tiga lokasi.

Kemahiran membaca merupakan salah satu komponen penting yang perlu dikuasai dalam pembelajaran bahasa Arab. Namun, masih
terdapat pelajar yang tidak memahami teks dan berfikir secara kritis walaupun telah mempelajari bahasa Arab sejak berada di peringkat
sekolah rendah lagi. Pelbagai strategi telah diperkenalkan oleh ahli akademik dalam proses pengajaran dan pemudahcaraan (PdPc) untuk
meningkatkan kemahiran membaca dalam kalangan pelajar. Strategi metacognitif dilihat sebagai salah satu cara utk memaksimakan
potensi pelajar kepada pemikiran berfikir atas tinggi (KBAT) dalam pembelajaran kemahiran membaca bahasa Arab. Walau
bagaimanapun, didapati bahawa kemahiran metacognitif dan kemahiran berfikir atas tinggi kurang diberi penekanan oleh guru (Lay Ah
Nam, 2007; Sharifah Nor, 2012). Dalam kemahiran membaca, lazimnya strategi metacognitif hanya tertumpu kepada satu proses
kemahiran membaca sahaja iaitu semasa membaca. Kajian ini akan mengintegrasikan strategi ini dalam tiga proses kemahiran membaca,
iaitu: sebelum, semasa dan selepas. Strategi metakognitif yang dicadangkan ini diharap dapat meningkatkan pemahaman pelajar terhadap
teks bahasa Arab, sekaligus meningkatkan KBAT bagi merealisasikan kemahiran berfikir dalam aspirasi Pelan Pembangunan Pendidikan
Malaysia.

Elemen sastera merupakan komponen asas yang penting dalam pembelajaran sesuatu bahasa. Walau bagaimanapun pembelajaran sastera
sering kali dikaitkan dengan konotasi negatif dalam kalangan pelajar bahasa kedua, khususnya bahasa Arab seperti sukar untuk memahami
teks sastera atau kaedah pengajaran yang tidak menarik dan membosankan. Namun untuk memahami teks tersebut secara mendalam,
ianya menuntut kemahiran yang tinggi dari segi penguasaan bahasa; termasuk kosa kata, tatabahasa, dan gaya bahasa teks. Sejajar dengan
Revolusi Pendidikan IR4, inovasi ini akan cuba mengaplikasikan teknik efektif yang akan membantu pelajar bahasa Arab memahami teks
sastera klasik dengan cara yang menyeronokkan dan mudah. Untuk tujuan itu, Kalilah wa Dimnah yang merupakan karya agung sastera
Arab zaman Abbasiyah dipilih sebagai bahan untuk diinovasikan. Karya ini dikarang oleh sasterawan hebat iaitu; Abdullah ibn al-
Mugaffa’ dengan tujuan mendidik masyarakat pada ketika itu khususnya para pemimpin yang telah tersasar daripada mengamal nilai
murni yang dianjurkan oleh Islam. Teks Kalilah wa Dimnah yang mewakili pelbagai situasi keadaan serta dilakonkan oleh beberapa
watak haiwan utama akan dipilih untuk diinovasikan menggunakan teknologi. Dengan menggunakan aplikasi Quizlet dan kad imbas,
inovasi ini dibangunkan dengan cara menghubungkaitkan antara situasi, watak dan nilai murni yang dipamerkan oleh setiap watak, dengan
keadaan semasa bertujuan memudahkan pelajar memahami teks. Melalui kaedah ini, pelajar boleh memilih situasi tertentu yang
disediakan serta berusaha memahaminya, kemudian menghubungkan situasi tersebut dengan watak yang sesuai serta nilai murni yang
ingin diketengahkan oleh pengarang. Pelajar boleh mencuba beberapa kali sehingga memahami teks tersebut disebabkan teknologi yang
digunakan sangat mesra dan menjimatkan masa kerana pelajar tidak lagi perlu membaca keseluruhan teks tersebut berulang-kali bagi
mendapatkan maklumat. Diharapkan dengan adanya inovasi ini, pembelajaran teks sastera akan menjadi lebih seronok dan lebih mudah
difahami serta dihayati.

Namun, elemen tidak formal juga berperanan penting dalam menggalakkan proses pembelajaran sesuatu
bahasa asing. Sejajar dengan Revolusi Pendidikan IR4, satu inisiatif pembelajaran berdasarkan konteks tidak formal di luar ruang lingkup
kelas pembelajaran formal telah dirangka dengan mengambil kira aktiviti pergerakan aktif yang disepadukan dengan aktiviti pemerolehan
bahasa.

Pendekatan ini telah diuji sebanyak tiga kali dalam aktiviti
permerolehan kemahiran bahasa Arab secara tidak formal dalam kalangan pelajar program Bacelor Bahasa Arab di Jabatan Basaha Asing,
Fakulti Bahasa Moden dan Komunikasi, Universiti Putra Malaysia antara tahun 2013-2016. Pendekatan kajian tindakan telah digunakan
untuk membolehkan penyelidik mengenal pasti ruang penambahbaikan yang boleh diambil, termasuk penggunaan teknologi digital. Hasil
dapatan menunjukkan minat dan motivasi pelajar terhadap penggunaan bahasa Arab semakin meningkat. Malah, pelajar juga meraih
peningkatan penguasaan bahasa itu sendiri.

A-Smart Lu’bah merupakan model yang dibangunkan untuk meningkatkan penguasaan penulisan teks bahasa Arab dalam kalangan
pelajar melalui konsep didik hibur dengan aktiviti bermain sambil belajar. Model ini, secara tidak langsung dapat mengubah persepsi
terhadap aktiviti pengajaran dan pembelajaran bahasa Arab di Malaysia yang sebelum ini bersifat sterotaip dan membosankan kepada
aktiviti pengajaran dan pembelajaran yang mudah dan menyeronokkan. Data menunjukkan para pelajar masih lagi berhadapan dengan
masalah untuk menguasai penulisan teks dalam bahasa Arab dengan baik sama ada peringkat sekolah mahupun peringkat pengajian tinggi
(Rahimi Md, Saad et al. 2005). Keadaan ini berlaku disebabkan oleh kebanyakan pelajar menggunakan metode terjemahan dari bahasa
penutur kepada ayat bahasa Arab. Ini menyebabkan para pelajar melakukan kesalahan dalam penulisan teks bahasa Arab kerana struktur
ayat yang terdapat dalam bahasa Melayu adalah berbeza dengan struktur ayat yang terdapat dalam bahasa Arab. A-Smart Lu’bah ini
dibangunkan dengan berpandukan model Instruksional ADDIE dan juga model Integrasi Teknologi oleh Roblyer dengan memberi fokus
kepada lapan tajuk utama dalam topik penulisan teks bahasa Arab. Seterusnya tajuk-tajuk ini distrukturkan dalam bentuk permainan
bahasa yang merangkumi tiga aras iaitu aras mudah, sederhana dan sukar. Tajuk permainan ini ialah Smart Tarkib Idafiy 1, Smart Tarkib
Idafiy 2, Smart Tarkib Na’tiy, Smart Tarkib Asas al-Jumal, Smart Jumlah Ismiyyah 1, Smart Jumlah Fi’liyyah dan Jumlah Ismiyyah,
Smart Jumlah Ismiyyah 2 dan Smart Jumlah Fi’liyyah. Semua tajuk ini distrukturkan dengan menggunakan formulasi kaedah pola ayat
yang diolah semula dari formula asal struktur ayat dalam bahasa Arab.

In-CHARGE merupakan instrumen yang dibangunkan bagi menilai prestasi peranan guru agama khususnya guru-guru Pendidikan Islam
(GPI) sebagai ejen perubahan dalam masyarakat. Pembangunan instrumen yang terdiri dripada 26 item ini adalah berasaskan Teori
Peranan (Role Theory), ciri-ciri ejen perubahan berkesan yang dikemukakan oleh Havelock & Havelock (1973) iaitu sebagai pembawa
perubahan (catalyst), penyelesai masalah (problem solver), penghubung sumber (resource linker) dan pembantu proses (process helper)
serta item mengukur sumbangan kemasyarakatan oleh guru pendidikan Islam yang dibina oleh Kamarul Azmi Jasmi (2010). Nilai
kebolehpercayaan in-CHARGE adalah tinggi iaitu nilai Cronbach’s Alpha bersamaan dengan .97. Penentuan kesahan instrumen pula
dibuat menggunakan empat jenis kesahan iaitu content validity, convergent validity, construct validity dan discriminant validity menerusi
semakan dan penilaian pakar dalam bidang pendidikan Islam dan dakwah daripada universiti awam di Malaysia. Sebelum instrumen
digunakan untuk mengumpul data kajian sebenar, instrumen ini telah melalui proses kajian rintis yang melibatkan seramai 97 orang GPI
sekolah agama swasta di sekitar daerah Nilai dan Seremban di Negeri Sembilan. Penerokaan peranan GPI sebagai ejen perubahan
masyarakat melalui instrumen in-CHARGE ini merupakan satu penerokaan baru dalam bidang pendidikan pengembangan. Ciri
pendidikan pengembangan yang bertunjangkan pendidikan non-formal telah dikembangkan kepada penglibatan GPI dalam aktiviti
berkaitan masyarakat menerusi pembelajaran non-formal dan informal menerusi pelaksanaan kajian ini.

Refugees are those "who are outside their country of nationality or habitual residence and unable to return there owing to serious and
indiscriminate threats to life, physical integrity or freedom resulting from generalized violence or events seriously disturbing public order"
UNHCR (2011). Coming various regions globally with their own cultural, religious, linguistic, and home practices, they often face issues
of trust, language barrier and acceptance in their host countries. Often, they depend very much on their community leaders for social
assistance. Unfortunately, the number of community leaders are insufficient to go around. A pressing issue: who else can become social
navigators to assist these refugee communities? Marshall (2016) highlights that youth refugees possess perspectives and knowledge that
can contribute greatly to building inclusive communities and that the potentials should be tapped and nurtured. Building on these beliefs,
youth refugees are trained to function as Social Navigators in their respective communities using this unique Social Navigator Course
(SNC). The SNC has a two-pronged objective. It is developed based on the Leadership Development Model, Islamic Psycho-Spiritual
Model and the Functional Language Literacy Theory. With three major components - the leadership skills, Islamic psycho-spiritual values
and language literacy - the SNC is expected to enhance language literacy, leadership, capacity building and social awareness of the
participants, an avenue for self-development. An equally important aim is that the participants are hoped to eventually become Social
Navigators to assist their communities.

LIT-PSY REFUGEE: AN INTEGRATED LITERACY-PSYCHOEDUCATIONAL MODULE FOR YOUTH REFUGEES

Being one of the socio-economic-political issues, forced migration (or refugees) is as old as humanity, which has caused many intertwined
social factors that can prevent refugees from accessing education. Education remains a critical element in the twenty-first century but
undeniably, at present an inequality of access to education for refugees still exists. Because of that, a support mechanism for them is
necessary. The Lit-Psy Refugee, an integrated literacy- psychoeducational module was developed to help youth refugees, specifically the
Rohingyas, to function better in Malaysia as their host country. This module comprises two components: 1) Literacy component and b)
Psychospiritual component. The Literacy component addresses basic English literacy specifically for non-Roman alphabetical
background refugees while the Psychospiritual component assists refugees to cope with stress and losses associated with migration. The
module is divided into twelve structured psychoeducation sessions that are applied in group counselling format. The module puts an
emphasis on both knowledge and skills. The uniqueness of this module lies in its design which specifically caters for non-Roman
alphabetical background refugees, and it incorporates psychospiritual elements as anchors for further development of the refugees. This
module isalso in line with the UN Sustainable Developmental Goals (SDGs) which aim to ensure inclusive and equitable quality education
and promote lifelong learning opportunities for all. Additionally, the module will be beneficial for the long-term resettlement success of
refugees in Malaysia. The refugees can at least be assisted and feel less threatened in the new culture they are in.
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EFFECTIVENESS OF #TEACHANINTRODUCTIONCHALLENGE TO ENHANCE STUDENTS’ WRITING THROUGH
COLLABORATIVE LEARNING

The study attempts to use #teachanintdoductionchallenge to enhance students’ ability in writing the introductory paragraph for
argumentative essays through collaborative learning approach in WE013 classroom. Undeniably, the internet has become a vital part in
every teenager’s life. The integration of the internet platform such as Google slides, in language classroom is proven to help teenagers
learn language better. Collaborative Learning is an interactive approach in the teaching and learning of English as the second language in
Malaysian classroom. The main emphasis of of this approach is to get learners to work together to complete a given task, producing the
introductory paragraph for an argumentative essay. The combination of two powerful tools, Google slides and collaborative learning
approach is hoped to improve students command of English especially in writing the argumentative essay introduction. Next, the data of
this action research is collected through a pre test and a post test to measure the effectiveness of #teachanintroductionchallenge in helping
students to write a better introductory paragraph. Students’ feedback will be used as the main source to identify other parts of the
introductory paragraph writing which need further improvement for the next cycle of the challenge. The #teachanintroductionchallenge
will involve 24 students (N=24). For the first phase, eight (8) students will be selected as the tutors based on their performance in class,
while the other sixteen (16) buddies are to be paired with the tutors. The number participants for the next phase will be determined by the
results of the first phase of this study. Besides, the implications of the findings and relevant suggestions to further improve the research
will be discussed thoroughly in this paper.

Creative writing is often a part of a language classroom. Through creative writing, students are allowed to manipulate their language skills
such as vocabulary development, reading comprehension and writing. It also allows the students to explore the world culture and do the
project independently. In a French beginner class in Kolej Permata Insan, Universiti Sains Islam Malaysia (USIM) cartoons and comic
strips creation were used to introduce creative writing to students. Students were given a theme “Mon ami francophone” [My French
Speaking Friend]. They were instructed to form a group of 4 students and to create a comic strip using A4 or A3 sized paper in French
learnt from the previous classes. Students were advised not to refer to the dictionary, while the use of other resources were only restricted
for their cultural references. The time frame for the project was 3 weeks with the first week dedicated for group ice-breaking and
discussion of research and sketch. The second week was the ‘consultation period’ and the third week for submission.At the end of the
project, many of the students showed great interest in creating the comic strips and performing their creativity in the sketched cartoons.
They also used the learnt sentence structures in different contexts which is very interesting to be observed in future studies. Time constraint
was also a hindrance to the project, however the students managed to work autonomously due to clear instructions given in prior.The
activity was implemented in Kolej Permata Insan with the students’ age range from 12 to 17 years old. Nevertheless, it is worth to try
with different age range of students, with different types of creative writing and themes.

*Remarks

Students’ comics were sent to Francotour competition organised by The Embassy of France in Malaysia. A group was nominated First
place and others received Appreciation Certificate from the embassy.

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StEEL: SPIRITS TOWARDS EXCELLENCE - AN INSIDE-OUT PROCESS OF WOMEN PRINCIPALS’ LEADERSHIP IN
MALAYSIA

StEEL originates from a research which examined key priorities that determine the leadership of women principals, the interaction of
women principals with the stakeholders, and what values they uphold in practising leadership. It further examined the challenges that
women principals face when practising leadership, how they deal with the challenges, as well as the supports that exist for women
principals’ success and attainment of their priorities. The research attempts to understand these issues from women principals’ own
experiences and perspectives, as well as from the experiences, perceptions and attitudes of those they work with inside and outside the
schools. A multiple case study research was designed to understand how four women principals practise leadership in the secondary
schools in Malaysia. The qualitative inquiry was accomplished through semi structured interviews with women principals and the
stakeholders both inside and outside the schools, as well as the observations of the meetings and other schools’ events that involved the
participation of the women principals. In addition, the inquiry was also carried out through the analysis of key documents such as minutes
of meetings, school progress planner and planning for management and educational administration books. The findings of this research
which were also illustrated in a proposed theory diagram (StEEL), support the assertions that there are three main factors that shape and
influence the leadership of women principals in secondary schools in Malaysia which are; excellence (academic and non-academic),
spirituality, and togetherness/kebersamaan. To attain and maintain excellence, women principals are driven by their spiritual nature and
culture that involve values of caring and sharing to lead in ways that are collective, reciprocal, and inclusive. The function of
togetherness/kebersamaan symbolizes the commitment to achieving success/excellence as a collective rather than as individuals. The
research concludes by highlighting context and culture as key factors shaping and influencing women principals’ leadership practice.

ISAS: INTEGRATING THE ACADEMIC, SOCIAL, AND PSYCHOLOGICAL ADJUSTMENT EXPERIENCES

This paper reports the development of the International Student Adjustment Scale (ISAS) as a new instrument to measure the adjustment
experience of international students in foreign countries. Qualitative analysis of 14 interviews and 12 diaries, pointed to the imperative
of developing a broader exploration of adjustment as a process that combines academic, sociocultural and psychological components.
Drawing on adjustment literature, and previous measures examining these components of adjustment, we developed a comprehensive
measure with 30 items. We tested ISAS on a cohort of Malaysian students (N=371) studying in Australia. Exploratory Factor Analysis
verified the three main scales: academic, sociocultural, and psychological adjustment, each with two to three factors. High levels of
internal reliability, .72 to .87 were also evident. With confirmation of reliability and validity across culturally diverse student populations
there is potential to use ISAS in developing experiences and environments that are optimal for students’ adjustment in international higher
education.
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V-D TRANSLATION STRATEGIES FOR FOR ARABIC VERBS, NOUNS AND SENTENCE

Conventional approach in teaching Arabic verbs, nouns and sentence structures is using deductive approach by providing students with
specific knowledge focuses on characteristics of verbs, nouns and sentence structures It leads to lack of interest among students for it has
been practised and repeated since in school. Hence, students feel bored and uninterested in learning Arabic Grammar in general. This
research is an initiative of adopting and applying Vinay and Darbelnet (1958/1995) translation strategies as an alternative to existing
conventional approach. The purposes of this initiative are to introduce alternative approach in teaching Arabic verbs, nouns and sentence
structures in order to overcome lack of interest among students because of repetition, as well as to vary teaching approach of Arabic verbs,
nouns and sentence structures.and to apply Vinay and Darbelnet translation strategies in identifying Arabic verbs, nouns and sentence
structures. The novelty and inventiveness of this initiative is the application of Vinay and Darbelnet translation strategies in identifying
Arabic verbs, nouns and sentence structures. In addition, the practicality and usefulness of this research is to enhance the background
knowledge and foundation learnt in school by using Vinay and Darbelnet translation strategies in identifying Arabic verbs, nouns and
sentence structures at university level. In conclusion, it is hoped that Vinay and Darbelnet translation strategies could be an alternative to
the existing conventional approach in teaching Arabic verbs, nouns and sentence structures.

MATRIX FOR INNOVATIVE PEDAGOGY (M-fIP)

Given that the landscape of education has undergone a tremendous shift within the past decade due to the advent of technology and world
economy, it is of utmost importance that the practicum experience provides the platform for future teachers to be ready for the challenges
of the education transformation. The current needs during practicum training is inclusion of innovation in the classroom. However, no
guideline to date, has been provided as to how innovation during practicum should be assessed. Thus, this study proposes a rubric named
Matrix for Innovative Pedagogy (M-fIP), which aims to bridge the gap in innovation in education. The methodology undertaken in
designing the rubric was purely qualitative, via document review, which aligned learning and innovation into the classroom. The learning
and innovation constructs were identified in the documents — the Malaysia Education Blueprint (MEB), the Curriculum and Assessment
Standard Document (DSKP), and Lu’s (2013) proposed ‘pedagogical innovations in higher education” — and were aligned. Once rubric
was designed, a preliminary analysis was conducted to one practicum video recording, which was assessed together by the research team
using the proposed MfIP. Discussion was done and revision was then made to the rubric. An inter-rater reliability process is planned in
the next step, which is proposed to be given to two experts in the field of teaching and assessment. Feedback is expected by them so that
improvement can be made to finalise the constructs in MfIP. MfIP is an assessment guide for teachers to understand ‘innovation’, which
would hopefully help teacher-trainees and teacher-trainers understand the criteria for assessing ‘innovation’. By developing MfIP, it
provides a 2-pronged innovative rubric — (1) teacher-training empowerment (teacher-trainees), and (2) assessment for supervisors
(teacher-trainers). This rubric will hopefully guide teachers-trainers in assessing innovative pedagogy so that it aligns with the learning
objectives, content standard and learning standard, and assessment, as outlined in the DSKP.

DESIGNING ENGLISH LESSONS USING QUICK RESPONSE (QR) CODES

The development of information and technology is challenging educators to embed its use in the learning environment. For post-secondary
students, mobile phones are necessities compared to having textbooks. The necessity to own a mobile phone is enhanced with the blended
learning that all higher education institutions are implementing. This study describes an attempt made by the course lecturer to introduce
the basic use of QR code-driven activities to the undergraduate students majoring in English language. The English language major
students were assigned to develop learning contents to fulfil the language learning needs of specific secondary students, in particular their
problems on descriptive, narrative and reflective essay writing. The English language major students were allowed to develop learning
materials focusing the format of the essays, common tenses used for the different types of essays and types of sentences — simple,
compound and complex. Then, the learning contents were made into videos. In this study, the lecturer suggested the use of QR codes for
the videos prepared. This study revealed the opinions of the English language major students about using QR codes in developing learning
materials.

LANGUAGE CLASSROOM

English for Millenial Learners (EMIL) is a module dedicated for secondary school students to learn the English language in a fun and
engaging way that suits today’s 21st century learning. It is developed based on the phases of ADDIE model, a well-known Instructional
Systems Design (ISD) model. It has also been improved as the analysis, design, development, implementation and evaluation phases were
constantly done considering that the module has been used and tested on three cohorts of international students. The students were exposed
to the use of EMiL in English language summer camps conducted at the module writers’ institution. In addition, the uniqueness of the
module lies in the lessons and activities brought into play. Adopting the Framework for 21st Century Learning initiated by the Partnership
for 21st Century Learning, the module writers have ensured that EMIL is a combination of content knowledge, specific skills, expertise,
and literacies. Through the key academic subject i.e. English, as the base, the module developers have also meticulously integrated the
21st century skills which are categorised into 3 broad groups namely 1) Learning Skills (which entail critical thinking, creative thinking,
collaborating, communicating); 2) Literacy Skills (that include information literacy, media literacy, technology literacy) and 3) Life Skills
(which cover flexibility, initiative, social skills, productivity, leadership). Many of the 21st century skills mentioned have been inserted
into the module through the use of stimulating and attention-grabbing tools such as Kahoot, Biteable, movie viewing and others. With
these and more, learners would be equipped with a set of abilities much-needed to succeed in this globally challenging world.

For instance, the word, reform, can be referred to as change or shift, but reform does not mean alternate when used in
the sentence, she was asked to attend in reformed days. AugRELL taps onto this need by raising learners’ attention to position words
with a certain point of view, echoing Firth’s (1957, p.1957) argument, “you shall know a word by the company it keeps.” AugRELL is a
collection of lexical items derived from newspaper headlines, purported learners to render content-specific words in a more ‘alive’ and
‘straightforward’ fashion. By scanning triggers using HP Reveal containing pictures and videos, learners participate in a three-tiered
vocabulary learning trivia. Learners with correct answers based on use, context, and meaning win. Either used individually or collectively,
they help English language learners with quintessential vocabulary interactive learning, governing pre-university preparatory programs
or university/college’s English courses. AugRELL entertains learners and empowers their participation.

‘Hunting with e-language’ program is an English language enhancement program based on the language hunt or explorace concept. It
was conducted at SK Sultan Abdul Aziz in Perak with Year 6 students. The program generally focused on instilling interest among
students towards English language learning and technology. Additionally, the program aimed to provide exposure to the students at the
school to be more sensitive to the use of English in various fields such as language translation, broadcasting and communication. In
contrast to conventional methods, five different interactive activities or checkpoints were developed using Augmented Reality technology
as a medium of language content delivery. Using this application, SK Sultan Abdul Aziz students needed to solve problems related to
grammar and English vocabularies based on the instructions given. The clues given at each stations were embedded with Augmented
Reality markers which contain riddles that they needed to solve. Other than that, Malay language was also introduced in which they had
to match the English words with the Malay language. At the end of the checkpoint station, students also had the opportunity to show their
talents using their English language proficiency in the field of broadcasting. Here, students were given two articles that they needed to
read and understand the issue discussed. Both articles also contained Augmented Reality markers that allowed them to watch videos
related to the articles. Based on the written and visual information that they had gained, the students then had to report their findings in
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front of the camera just like a reporter reporting the news on television. Before the presentation, students were guided by the facilitators
on how to write a report and present in front of audiences. It is hoped that this application can be further developed and fully utilize for
English learning purposes. With this program as well, it is hoped that the effectiveness of the module materials and applications developed
can be assessed and improved to be used in a variety of contexts.

COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS ON NON-VERBAL COMMUNICATION (BACKCHANNELS)
BETWEEN CHINESE AND MALAY

Many researches have conducted studies to find similarities and differences of non-verbal communication between Japanese and English.
However, the number of interests in non-verbal communication analysis between Japanese and other languages such Korean and Chinese
have increased recently. This study aims to investigate non-verbal communication between Malay and Chinese from mainland china. The
study focused on non-verbal communication backchannels. 10 Malay and 10 Chinese female students from high institutions in Malaysia
participated in this study. The conversations among themselves have video recoded and analyzed by using five conversational methods;
The result of this study showed there are some similarities and differences in usage of backchannels of non-verbal communication between
Malay and Chinese. The finding of this study can contribute into foreign language teaching and learning. Keywords: Non-
verbal communication, Backchannels, Foreign language teaching.

Conventionally the delivering of information would be through workshops and then later the content would be burned into CDs for the
participants to bring back.

Bahasa Arab merupakan bahasa asing yang menjadi sebagai salah satu mata pelajaran di peringkat sekolah rendah dan sekolah menengah
di Malaysia khususnya, dan seluruh dunia amnya. Statusnya sebagai bahasa asing menunjukkan bahawa penggunaanya tidak meluas
dalam kalangan masyarakat di samping kesukaran untuk menguasainya dalam kalangan penuntutnya sama ada pelajar atau orang awam.
Rata-rata mereka yang mempelajari bahasa Arab berpendapat bahawa ia adalah bahasa yang sukar untuk dikuasai dan mereka kurang
berkeyakinan untuk bertutur dalam bahasa tersebut.

Program ini pernah dilaksanakan sebanyak 2 kali di Universiti Sains Islam Malaysia (USIM) dengan menggunakan
pendekatan lain. Objektif modul ALSC 3.0 dibangunkan adalah untuk mengembangkan kosa kata dan meningkatkan keyakinan diri
pelajar untuk berkomunikasi. Pendekatan dalam modul ini bersifat interaktif, dengan menggunakan bahan modul dan permainan bahasa
dengan mengaplikasi model pembelajaran interaktif. Model pembelajaran yang dibangunkan dalam modul ini membolehkan pelajar
berinteraksi dengan guru, rakan dan media pembelajaran secara aktif. Model pembelajaran menangani perbezaan individual pelajar kerana
pelajar mampu berkembang sesuai dengan kemampuannya.

Pelajar bukan penutur jati Bahasa Arab yang belajar di luar Negara Arab menghadapi masalah dalam memahami budaya Arab, apatah
lagi menghayati keindahannya. Ini menyebabkan kurangnya minat pelajar dalam pembelajaran Bahasa Arab dan membantutkan
penghayatan Bahasa Arab pada jiwa mereka. “Kun Fudhuliyyan fi al-Thagafah al-Arabiyyah (KUFFAH) merupakan satu inisiatif tenaga
pengajar dalam membantu pelajar untuk mengalami sendiri pengalaman berada di lingkungan budaya Arab kepada pelajar bukan penutur
jati Arab meskipun, tidak berada di negara Arab.

(active experimentation). Selain itu, KUFFAH juga dapat membantu pelajar berinteraksi dan berkomunikasi dengan penutur jati Arab
melalui aktiviti-aktiviti seperti reruai kebudayaan Arab contohnya reruai adat resam Arab, makanan, tulisan, pakaian alat muzik dan
tempat bersejarah serta aktiviti eksplorasi.

Dalam usaha untuk merealisasikan konsep Pendidikan Untuk Semua (Education for All), pengenalan kepada pembelajaran di luar
kelas/kuliah menjadi salah satu medium yang semakin diperkenalkan bagi menarik minat dan mempelbagaikan kaedah pengajaran.
Justeru, pembelajaran melalui media turut dikembangkan dengan menghasilkan filem, drama TV, pesanan khidmat masyarakat dan lain-
lain yang mengandungi elemen positif untuk memberi ilmu dan pendedahan kepada masyarakat demi kemanfaatan ummah. Oleh itu,
penyelidik telah menganalisa nilai-nilai positif yang ditemui dalam filem Bisik Pada Langit (BPL) dan diolah dalam bentuk penulisan
skrip yang baharu. la diterjemahkan di dalam CD-AUDIO yang akan memberi ruang kepada semua golongan untuk mendengar analisa
filem tersebut termasuk mereka yang digolongkan dalam golongan OKU cacat penglihatan. Jalan cerita BPL akan dianalisis melalui
kaedah analisis kandungan kuantitatif untuk melihat kekerapan ajaran Islam yang ditunjukkan. Hasil kajian menunjukkan bahawa ajaran
Islam di BPL telah dijelaskan menerusi solat, membaca al-Quran, menutup aurat, melakukan kebaikan kepada ibu bapa dan sebagainya.
Melalui penemuan ini, ia membuktikan bahawa filem bukan Islam telah memainkan peranan sebagai medium untuk meningkatkan nilai
positif dan ajaran Islam demi kebaikan masyarakat. Yang paling penting, korelasi antara filem bukan Islam dengan ajaran Islam telah
terbukti melalui BPL.
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MODEL ANALISIS LINGUISTIK OPTIMILITI BAGI STRUKTUR AYAT BAHASA ARAB SUMBER YANG
BERCANGGAHAN DENGAN TATABAHASA

Sumber autentik dalam penggubalan tatabahasa Arab adalah terdiri daripada tiga sumber nagli (melalui periwayatan), iaitu: Al-Quran
(termasuk Qiroaat Quraaniyah), Hadith (paling sedikit), dan ungkapan orang Arab asli sama ada puisi (paling banyak) atau prosa dengan
syarat ia dihasilkan dalam kurun ke-2 hijrah ke bawah. Dalam setiap sumber ini, didapati terdapat beberapa penggunaan bahasa yang
melanggar tatabahasa yang digubal atau dikenali sebagai ‘ungrammatical sentence’. Situasi ini menimbulkan pelbagai reaksi dan tafsiran
negatif hatta dalam kalangan sarjana silam sintaks Bahasa Arab, apatah lagi golongan orientalis seperti John Burton (1988), Newton dan
M. Rafiqul-Haqgq (1996) untuk terus mengatakan adanya kesilapan bahasa dalam kitab suci umat Islam. Maka, untuk menjawab kenyataan
dan tafsiran negatif ini, satu model analisis linguistik Arab dibangunkan beradaptasikan teori linguistik moden, Teori Optimaliti oleh
Prince, Smolensky dan McCarthy (1993), yang bertitik tolak dengan prinsip utamanya iaitu tatabahasa bukan suatu undang-undang wajib
patuh (rules), tetapi kekakangan (constraints) yang boleh dipatuhi dan diingkari. Setelah proses adaptasi, terdapat dua jenis optimiliti
perlu diletakkan dalam kerangka analisis ‘ungrammatical’ struktur bahasa Arab sumber, iaitu Optimiliti Penggunaan dan Optimiliti
Ketatabahasaan. la bagi mengukur sejauh mana pelanggaran tatabahasa atau kepatuhan struktur ayat tersebut terhadap elemen-elemen
optimiliti. Melalui analisis ini juga, struktur bahasa itu akan disokong dengan jenis bahan bahasa sumber yang lain, dan dikenalpasti sama
ada pelanggaran tersebut merupakan suatu proses perkembangan bahasa Arab sebagaimana yang berlaku pada bahasa-bahasa yang
serumpunnya (Semitic Languages), atau melibatkan elemen semantik yang ingin disampaikan oleh penutur kepada pendengar sasaran.
Maka, diharapkan model ini menjadi satu pendekatan analisis linguistik yang lebih mesra kepada bahasa, mengharmonikan sudut pandang
dan intepretasi negatif kepada penggunaan bahasa Arab sumber yang bertentangan dengan tatabahasa, seterusnya menjawab tohmahan
golongan orientalis atau mereka yang cuba mencari kelemahan atau kesilapan bahasa/tatabahasa dalam Al-Quran khususnya.
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
